- the plot thickens
Since our last update in
June, it has come to our
attention that Caterham
Properties Ltd. is still reg-
istered as the sole owner
of 67-69 Croydon Road,
known locally as the ‘Rose
& Young’ site, but Mr O’Ri-
ordan’s name is not on the
Annual Return filed at
Companies House.  We
were previously informed
that Caterham Properties
had sold part of the land to
another company who had
since sold part of its acqui-
sition, meaning the prop-
erty was owned by three
companies.  We are wait-
ing for an explanation but
have not received one yet.
Nevertheless we have
been told that new owners
have quite recently been
involved with the develop-
ment and have encoun-
tered ‘frustrations’, and
although they are in posi-
tive communication with
the Council, it will be sev-
eral months before an
application is submitted.  
We will keep you updated
of further developments.

With the arrival of the
warmer weather and the
long summer school holi-
day, many  people are out
and about gathering in
open areas which can lead
to an increase in anti-so-
cial behaviour. 
Youngsters will naturally
want to enjoy themselves
during their time off school
but I would encourage
them to do so lawfully with
respect for the neighbour-
hood. Everyone has a right
to be out on the streets
provided they are behav-
ing responsibly. My team
will be taking a zero-toler-
ance approach during the
school holidays and I hope
parents and carers know
where their children are
and what they are doing at
all times.
Would-be thieves in Cater-
ham were given a re-
minder of the town’s
powerful Shopwatch sys-
tem recently when three
people were arrested for
shoplifting.
Officers from the town
centre Safer Neighbour-
hood Team received re-
ports that retail theft had
increased at premises in
Church Walk and the sur-
rounding stores. Therefore
my team immediately re-
sponded to the traders
concerns by increasing pa-
trols in the area and also
utilising plain clothes po-
lice officers to catch those
responsible. These meas-
ures, combined with the
successful Shopwatch

system, resulted in offi-
cers from my team mak-
ing three arrests over a
five day period and retail
theft decreasing by a
whopping 70 percent.
Over the years Shopwatch
has proved a valuable tool
on so many occasions and
these recent arrests
reinforces how effective
the radio scheme is in
Caterham. Shopwatch is
registered with more than
20 shops in Caterham
and allows stores to ex-
change information, alert
others to suspicious
behaviour and report
crimes. 
This network of communi-
cation between shops and
Surrey Police assists us in
the fight against crime.
Shoplifting is a major con-
cern for all retailers and
the Shopwatch system will
allow shops to respond
quickly and help police
catch the criminals. Surrey
Police is determined to
make the public feel safer
through such initiatives
and high visibility policing,
in order to ensure the
community is safe and
feels safe.
Next month I will give
an update on the

of you will attend the
Chaldon Panel meeting on
28 August.

In the garden
by Alec Herbert

Spiraea and Hebe are two
shrubs which merit inclu-
sion in most gardens,
whether the garden is
large or small, cottage
style or urban.  Both
shrubs are tolerant of
most growing conditions
other than soil, which reg-
ularly becomes water-
logged.  They both prefer
a sunny or partial shade

aspect and both can be
used as a focal point or as
background foliage to
colourful smaller annuals.
A minimal amount of prun-
ing is required although
any deadwood should be
removed and their shape
should be maintained.
Spiraea has several vari-
eties and is a deciduous
hardy shrub grown for
both the foliage colour and
masses of neat, tightly-
knit, small flowers which
are in abundance from late
spring through to mid au-
tumn.  ‘Bridal wreath’ has
curved or arched branches
covered in white flower
heads.  There is a strain
known as Jacob’s coat
which may be relatively
new as I have had no suc-
cess in being able to pur-
chase this locally.  This
Spiraea produces deep
red, white and delicate
pink flowers all on the
same plant, hence the
name.  If you can find one
it is a plant well worth pur-
chasing and can be propa-
gated by three to four inch
semi-ripe cuttings in late

summer.
There are over 70 species
of Hebe and many are
grown as much for their
foliage as for the splashes
of colour the flowers pro-
vide.  Most have wax-like
shiny leaves which can be
in many different shades
of green, purple-tinted and
light or metal grey.  Small,
spike-like flowers are usu-
ally white, deep red or
purple/mauve.  Flowering
lasts from early summer to
late autumn.  Hebes vary
considerably, not only in
foliage colour but in size,
so ensure the shrub is
suitable for the spot you
have in mind. The two
shrubs will compliment
each other or provide a
useful companion for vivid
flowering smaller plants.
Finally tip of the month:
When summer fruiting
strawberries have all been
harvested, cut the plants
back to within three to four
inches of the crown.  This
will reduce slug damage
and encourage a healthy
new growth next season.
Happy gardening.Spiraea

A tapas treat at Casa

Lola!  Review by Katie Barker

The mood upon walking into
Caterham’s local tapas
restaurant, Casa Lola, is one
of sophistication. The well
stocked bar and authenti-
cally tiled walls give the
feeling of a traditional Span-
ish restaurant, with a fun
side. Now there is even
more reason to visit with a
fantastic set menu for just
£10.95. This changes daily,
and the day we visited it
was Prawn Cocktail to start,
Meatballs for main and
Crème Caramel to finish. 
I along with two friends paid
a visit one lunchtime and
had the choice of the new
lunchtime set menu or the
traditional tapas menu. We
decided to sample the tradi-
tional menu as there were
enough of us to share, but
the lunchtime deal is perfect
for a quick lunch and the
choice is fantastic. At just
£6.95 diners can choose
from 12 tapas dishes and
the price includes either a
glass of wine, a beer, a soft
drink or a coffee. 

We choose the Patata Brava,
(potatoes in tomato, garlic
and chilli sauce),
Champinones Picantes,
(garlic mushrooms), Es-
pinacas con Nata, (spinach
with garlic, chilli, cheese and
cream), Albondigas (meat-
balls) and Pollo al Ajillo
(Chicken in garlic and white
wine sauce). The food was
served in traditional pottery
dishes and tasted wonderful.
The meatballs were cooked
perfectly and the Patata
Brava, a tapas must, was
spiced with just enough kick
to keep the mouth watering.
The chicken and mushrooms
both came in a delicious
creamy garlic sauce, and the
chicken fell off the bone. Our
overall favourite was the
spinach, which was creamy,
beautifully seasoned and
gone in minutes!
If you are a fan of traditional
Spanish cuisine I would def-
initely recommend Casa Lola
as the perfect spot for a fun
evening out and enjoying
good food with friends!

Sit up properly!

by Steve Robertson,

Energy for Life

This month I am going to
start with an exercise warn-
ing. I have been asked by
many people for advice on
how to do their abdominal
curls (sit ups) properly, be-
cause they are hurting their
backs.
Unlike the other move-
ments in weight lifting the
exercise for the abdominal
muscles, especially those
for the rectus abdominis,
must be done with a
rounded back. With
rounded back exercises on
the floor, such as crunches,
the mechanical constraints
of the vertebrae in the spine
are not the same as for ex-
ample a squat.
During the squat, or other
exercises with weights, the
spinal column should be
arched at the lumber level
and not rounded. A rounded
back during these exercises
could compress the nerve
elements and provoke sci-
atica because of disc herni-
ation. On the contrary,
while performing specific

abdominal exercises, we
must round the back! If we
forget then during the in-
tense contraction of the rec-
tus and oblique abdominals
the powerful hip flexors
tend to accentuate the lum-
bar arch, sending the un-
stable vertebrae forward.
This causes excessive pres-
sure at the back of the lum-
bar spine, which can lead to
lower back pain or, more
seriously, to articular dete-
rioration by compression
and shearing.
That’s the science, so lets
put it into practice! To per-
form a good controlled sit
up follow these steps:
1. Lie on your back, knees
flexed or bent and feet flat
on the ground. 
2. Place your hands on your
temples or across your
chest, according to the level
of your advancement. 
3. Raise the torso by round-
ing the back. 
4. Exhale on the lift and
inhale on the return move-
ment to the floor. 
5. Continue this movement
until you feel the tightening
of your abdominals or as
some people say, “Feel the
burn”.

This exercise will work the
hip flexors as well as the
obliques, however its action
is mainly for the rectus ab-
dominis.
I hope this has shed some
light on why so many peo-
ple end up with injuries
when performing an ab-
dominal crunch, but you
have no excuses now! If
you’re still not sure come
and visit the team at En-
ergy for Life based in Wold-
ingham and Chelsham.

For sale - a piece of
railway heritage

A unique property with an
interesting history has re-
cently come onto the mar-
ket in Whyteleafe.
Believed to be the former
gate-lodge to the original
Caterham Manor, Cross-
ways, situated on The Av-
enue, is a beautiful triple
fronted period property
which dates from circa
1860.  This three-bedroom

house is priced at
£450,000, on a much
sought after private road
within easy access of both
Caterham-on-the-Hill and
Valley. It is also within
walking distance of Whyte-
leafe South station on the
mainline to London.  
The close proximity of
Crossways to the station is
part of the quirky history

of this part of Whyteleafe. 
During the 1850’s Manor
Cottage, a modest home
situated in Manor Park,
was redeveloped and ex-
tended to become Cater-
ham Manor. The route of
the proposed Caterham
railway line was to run
through Caterham Manor
property. Fortunately, the
owner of the Manor,
George Parbury JP, was a
railway enthusiast and he
was keen to see a station
close to his property.  
The railway company
agreed to build the new
‘Warlingham’ station (now
Whyteleafe South station)
in exchange for 150 acres
of land. The only other re-
quest George had was for
a new carriage road lead-
ing to Caterham Manor, as
the railway would cut off
the existing road. The Av-
enue was built for this pur-
pose and with it,
Crossways. A map of the
area from the 1860’s
shows the new carriage
road and marks Crossways
as the only house on The
Avenue. 
This unique history ac-
counts for the sizable, cot-

‘Crossways’ located in The Avenue, Whyteleafe

tage style gardens the
house boasts. Its period
features include bay win-
dows, charming fireplaces
and pitched beamed ceil-
ings. The previous func-
tion of the house is
evident in the detached
garage with ample park-
ing. However new resi-
dents would not have to
worry about the period
windows as the house now

has double-glazing.
