MS sufferer faces
long wait to live
independently
A Tandridge resident suf-
fering from multiple scle-
rosis is unable to find
suitable accommodation
now that he is ready to live
independently.  37 year-
old Andrew Mace was first
diagnosed with MS when
he was just 22 years old.
As the disease progressed
Andrew became confined
to a wheelchair and he
paid for nursing care.  His
house in Redhill was un-
suitable for wheelchairs so
his social worker found
him a room in specialist
accommodation, the Diana
Francis House in Caterham.  
“I was told when I moved
here in August 2007 that I
would be here for a maxi-
mum of two years.  It’s a
marvellous place but I
have been ready to move
out into a place of  my own
for some time now.  While
I have been here I have
seen other people with
learning disabilities come
to live in Diana Francis

accommodation, as he had
lived in that area for the
previous six years. Andrew
is aware of this condition.
“Diana Francis House is a
specially adapted house,
which helps people with
disabilities gain independ-
ent living skills. Residents
usually live there for two
years before moving onto
other accommodation.
“Andrew has been at Diana
Francis House for nearly
three years, so identifying
alternative accommoda-
tion for him is becoming
more pressing. We believe
Reigate & Banstead Bor-
ough Council has in-
creased his priority for
re-housing in its area. In
the meantime, we will con-
tinue to consider Andrew
for any suitable vacancies
in this area."
Each year, 5% of proper-
ties built in Tandridge are
for supported housing,
although not all are specif-
ically wheelchair accessi-
ble. In the next year,
seven wheelchair accessi-
ble flats will be built at
Robinsfield, a supported
housing scheme in Whyte-
leafe Road, Caterham.

House then move out to
their own places.  This is
highly specialist living ac-
commodation and while I
remain here it means
there is one less room
available for someone else
who would benefit.”
A spokesperson for Tan-
dridge District Council
said: “While we are aware
Andrew would prefer to re-
main in Caterham, this is
unlikely to prove possible,
as he needs specialist
adapted accommodation,
which is in very short
supply.
“We currently have very

few fully wheelchair acces-
sible properties in our
council housing stock.
When a vacancy does
arise, there are almost
invariably other house-
holds which need this type
of accommodation and
which have been on the
Council’s housing list for
many years.
As Andrew had no connec-
tion with the Tandridge
District, he was only able
to move to Diana Francis
House on the condition
Reigate & Banstead Bor-
ough Council remained re-
sponsible for his future

Walkers visiting Happy Valley
will discover that a new informa-
tion board, featuring the much-
loved Downlands Circular Walk,
has replaced the old one. 
The new board was unveiled on
Tuesday 10th June at Happy Val-
ley car park, behind The Fox pub
in Coulsdon Road, by the Deputy
Mayor of Croydon, Cllr Robert
Askey.  Cllr Askey told the as-
sembled guests that Happy Val-
ley was: “One of the brightest
jewels in Croydon’s crown,” and
that access to the countryside
was essential for health and
well-being. 
Roger Hargreaves, Head of Envi-
ronment & Regulation, Surrey
County Council, thanked the
Deputy Mayor for his speech and
spoke about Surrey County
Council’s support for the Down-
lands Project, which created the
Circular Walk, produced the new
walk leaflet and erected the new
board. 
Downlands Project Manager,
Alex Baxter-Brown, told guests
that the very first Downlands
Circular Walk information board
was erected in 1989 and since
that date, 95,000 Circular Walks
leaflets had been printed.  
Guests then walked into Happy

Valley to see some of the sheep
provided by the Old Surrey
Downs Project. Dominic North,
Happy Valley Site Manager, ex-
plained how the sheep have the
important task of keeping the
chalk grassland short enough to
allow orchids and other chalk-
loving wild flowers to flourish.     
The new Downlands Circular
Walk board displays long and
short versions of the walk, with
some information about the
wildlife and history of the area.

Neighbourhood Team wel-
comed two new faces this
month.
Neighbourhood Sergeant
Jane Pettett and Neigh-
bourhood Specialist Officer
PC Martin Bassom will be
joining the neighbourhood
team for both Caterham
Valley and Caterham-on-
the-Hill.
Jane takes over as Neigh-
bourhood Sergeant from
Dan Gutierrez who now
has responsibility for com-
munity safety in Tan-
dridge. She has worked
with Surrey Police for 21
years previously holding
posts predominantly in the
north west of the county.
She brings with her a
wealth of experience in-
cluding that of a neigh-
bourhood and response
officer but most recently
as an investigator. 
I know Jane is keen to get
to grips with the commu-
nity concerns in the area
and will be building on the
excellent partnership work
Sgt Gutierrez has carried
out.
PC Bassom will become a
regular face to those who
live, work or visit Cater-
ham Valley, as well as
those in Caterham-on-the-
Hill. Martin brings with him
ten years of policing expe-
rience having previously
worked in Redhill as a
neighbourhood officer but
recently as an investigator
at Epsom.
There are a number of

challenges facing him, and
the rest of the Tandridge
Safer Neighbourhood
Team, in the coming
months but I am confident
Martin alongside his col-
leagues will work hard to
find solutions to neigh-
bourhood problems.
I know Sgt Pettett and PC
Bassom are keen to meet
as many members of the
community as possible
and I would encourage
you all to stop them and
say hello when you see
them out and about.
Following a number of ru-
mours, and one reported
suspicious incident in
Whyteleafe, I am urging
parents, schools and chil-
dren to remain vigilant
against strangers. Reports
of alleged inappropriate
activities have grown
which is distressing for the
local community and a
concern for me and my
team. As a parent myself I
would like to reassure the
community that no crimi-
nal offences have been
committed in Tandridge.
However, it is vital par-
ents, youngsters and
schools remain vigilant
and report any suspicious
activity to one of my offi-
cers. We are working
closely with all the schools
in the area and our main
priority is to ensure that
pupils are safe and feel
safe.

de Stafford - not a
failing school
by Mark Phillips
Headteacher of de Stafford School

I am sure that many of
you will be aware of the
recent government deci-
sion to name 633 schools
that they labelled ‘failing’,
and that de Stafford was
amongst that group of
schools.  Those of you who
are parents of children at
the school will also be
aware of how strongly I
disagreed with the action,
and that I wrote to Ed
Balls, Minister of Schools,
to register my views. It will
probably come as no sur-
prise that Mr Balls has not
had the courtesy to re-
spond.
The government list was
based on one single piece
of data - the percentage of
students gaining five or
more A* to C grades at
GCSE including English
and Maths; a very crude
way of judging success, or
indeed failure. What the
minister chose not to do

was consider the many
other factors that go into
making a school success-
ful. Our recent Ofsted re-
port concluded that in all
categories de Stafford is
performing at a ‘satisfac-
tory’ level and, in twelve
of the nineteen areas in-
spected, performance is
‘good’. The report recog-
nised, as I do, that levels
of attainment still need to
improve, but the inspec-
tors agreed that progress
of students is now as it
should be, and that this
will be reflected in our fu-
ture examination results.
Already our Key Stage 3
results are significantly
better, and student
achievement is now in line
with the national average.
Mr Balls chose to ignore
the fact that inspectors
found that the students
behaviour was good, and
that they were safe and

happy in the school.  The
curriculum and our sys-
tems for guidance and
support were also found to
be good and having a
strong impact on helping
our students to move on
into their future lives and
be successful. 
The process of school im-
provement is long; there is
no ‘quick fix’ if the changes
that we strive for are to be
sustainable.  de Stafford is
just at the point where the
changes, that our dedi-
cated staff have worked so
hard to achieve, are just
about to bear fruit and it
would be a disaster if Mr
Balls’ ill-conceived publica-
tion of a crude list were to
undermine what we all
want, and that is an excel-
lent school for the Cater-
ham community.

Taking a walk for Africa

The children from Warling-
ham Park School in
Chelsham took part in a
sponsored walk last month
to raise money for the
‘Pearl of Africa Children’s
Choir’, a charity that builds
homes and schools for or-
phaned and destitute chil-
dren in Uganda.  The
whole school took part in
the walk from Chelsham
Common to The White
Bear in Fickleshole and
back again covering a dis-
tance of four miles.
Headmaster, Mike Donald,
commented:  “We took the
whole school on the walk
to help them understand
that many children in the

remote areas of African
countries walk this kind of
distance as a daily occur-
rence either to collect
clean water or to attend
school. It was a great way
for the children to learn a
lesson as well as raise
money for a worthy
cause.”

In Caterham we are lucky to
have many fine restaurants serv-
ing food from all over the world.
The longest established of these
is the Rajduth Tandoori Restau-
rant in Godstone Road, Cater-
ham Valley, which has been
serving authentic Tandoori
cuisine for the past 27 years.  
On a recent visit with my son our
first impression was of a cosy,
traditional Indian restaurant with
courteous staff and a friendly
atmosphere.  It is an excellent
choice for those wanting to be
able to have a quiet conversation
during their meal without being
drowned out by loud background
music. 
After whetting our appetites with
a couple of crispy papadoms, our
starters were brought to the
table, King Prawn Butterfly, a
very tasty, delicately spiced, king
prawn fried in ghee (clarified
butter) and Chicken Tikka, which
was brought to the table still siz-
zling in fried onions.  The chicken
was lightly spiced, grilled on
charcoal and beautifully tender.

For our main course we tried Ayr
Fish Curry, Balti Capsila Chicken
and Koria Gosht (lamb) accom-
panied by vegetable dishes.
John’s favourite was the Ayr Fish
– a very tender fresh water fish
from Bengal cooked in delicious
spices with a side-dish of boiled
rice.  The restaurant owner, Mr
Miah, recommended Tarka Dall
as an additional accompaniment
consisting of puréed lentils that
complemented the fish very
well.  
The Balti Capsila Chicken had a
unique flavour tasting strongly
of ginger but not in an overpow-
ering way, a nice alternative to
traditional tasting curries.  
The Koria Gosht, in our opinion,
had the best tasting sauce hav-
ing been marinated in yoghurt
for 24 hours before being
cooked over charcoal.  Other
vegetable dishes on the table
were Brinjal Bhaji consisting of
spicy, tangy aubergines, and
Sag Bhaji – spinach fried with
onions and herbs.  
Although by now pretty full, my
dessert was the perfect way to
end the meal.  The Pineapple
Delight consisted of a quarter
of a pineapple skin filled with
pineapple-flavoured ice cream –
heavenly!

In the garden
by Alec Herbert

Continuing last month’s
theme of the use of peren-
nials and shrubs, there are
a number of factors to
consider if the plant is to
thrive.
The type of soil is impor-
tant.  Acid soils found in
areas of high rainfall or
under tall conifers where
their needles fall are
essential for camellias,

rhododendrons, azaleas
and most heathers.
Chalky and clay soils will
benefit greatly from the
addition of leaf mould and
compost to improve the
nutrient content.  Cistus,
forsythia, kerria and po-
tentilla are just a few of
the many shrubs which are
suitable for chalk.  Clay
so i l s  can  be  more  o f
a  problem, often becom-
ing baked hard in summer
and waterlogged in
winter.
Hard work it might be, but
dig in as much well-rotted
material from the compost
heap as possible and also
throw any old compost
from pots, containers and
hanging baskets over the
ground.  Anything that
helps break up the soil will
improve both the drainage
and appearance.
Other considerations when
selecting shrubs are the
area in which they are to
be planted – full sun, par-
tial shade or a completely
shaded area and, of
course, the flower colour.
Before planting try to be

aware how high the shrub
will grow in the course of
time.  On a few occasions
recently I have been asked
by customers to move
bushes planted at the front
of beds which have grown
and either hidden from
view or overpowered
smaller plants behind
them.  Many shrubs grow
rapidly, such as buddleia
and lavatera and should be
located at the back of the
border or flower bed.
Choosing the right plants
for each area of your gar-
den whatever its size, or
aspect, is something which
requires a little thought,
rather than an impulsive
purchase at the garden
centre.
Tip of the month – cut
back ivy growing any-
where you do not want it
to.  It can cause consider-
able damage to brickwork
and trees if left unchecked.
Newly planted ivy – first
year it sleeps, second year
it creeps, third year it
leaps.  Get the secateurs
out!
Happy gardening.

Do you have
Willpower?

With willpower you can
achieve goals - give up
cigarettes, reduce fatty
foods or exercise more.

“If the Chancellor doesn’t
listen and take action soon
a vital transport link will
disappear.”  Usually a mild
mannered man, Phil Jesse
is angry, and he makes a
strong case.  “The permit-
ted mileage rate for volun-
teer drivers increased from
35p to 40p in 1999 and
has remained static ever
since.   Overheads have
shot up, even before this
recent hike in petrol costs,”
he explained. 
Phil Jesse learnt about the
Caterham Car Scheme in
1996, two years into early
retirement.  “I was watch-
ing ‘Fifteen to One’ and a
contestant was one of their
drivers.  I applied and
have been a volunteer
driver ever since.  I
needed to do something
useful and I enjoy driving.
Providing this service to
the frail and elderly of
North Tandridge is an es-
sential service.  Our clients

can’t afford taxis and
taking buses is out of the
question.
But after twelve years Phil
is sad as well as angry, he
fears he can’t afford to
continue; he had to speak
up.   In early June he
wrote to the Rt. Hon. Alis-
tair Darling MP, copying to
local MP Peter Ainsworth.
“HMRC are seriously at
fault in maintaining the
40p rate. Without an early
and substantial increase to
the mileage rate I for one,
as a pensioner, will seri-
ously have to consider giv-
ing up … I simply cannot
afford to effectively sub-
sidise the travel needs of
others and, indirectly,
Government through the
higher VAT and fuel taxes
being incurred.”

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The housing market blues -
a local estate agent’s view
Lets not kid ourselves.
The present state of the
housing market in this
area is as bad as I have
ever known it in my 30-
odd years as a local resi-
dential agent, worse even
than in the late 1980’s,
and unusually with com-
pletely different circum-
stances. Back then we had
high interest rates and gal-
loping inflation.  Today we
have comparatively low in-
terest rates and low infla-
tion, but instead we have
uncertainty about global
issues that nobody seems
to have any control over.
With rising fuel, food and
utility bill costs, potential
house purchases are
nowhere to be seen which
inevitably leads to lower
prices.
‘Valuing’ property today
has thus become ex-
tremely difficult. The sheer
speed of events has taken
us all by surprise. The en-
quiry levels have more
than halved and from
those the ‘serious’ and

‘able’ purchasers are very
few indeed. In order to sell
in this market clients are
simply going to have to
‘bite the bullet’ and be
sensitive to market condi-
tions and price accord-
ingly. This will probably
mean at least a 5% dis-
count on the asking price
of a property three months
ago or more. When negoti-
ating a deal, vendors must
be more accommodating
to offers and, in some
cases, before turning them
down out of hand see what
they can negotiate off the
price on their related pur-
chase and ‘make up’ the
difference that way.
The present absence of
first time buyers due to
the well documented credit
crunch and subsequent
banking fiascos over poor
lending practices has left
market confidence at an all
time low. Central Govern-
ment must take a lead be-
fore it’s too late to stop
this slide and start freeing
up the lending process. I

am not advocating 100%
mortgages or anything like
that - that is what caused
this problem! The market
desperately needs sensible
lending at affordable rates.
One other simple but ef-
fective measure that could
be introduced immediately
would be to drop Stamp
Duty on house purchases
below £250,000 and have
a much fairer ‘banding
system’ up the price range
instead of the rigid levels
currently imposed. 
This market is looking like
it is going to be with us
for some time to come
and attitudes are going
to have to change.
Vendors who continue
to believe that this mar-
ket applies to everyone
but them will just not sell
and be more likely to be
forced into taking an even
lower offer.  For buyers
who are able to proceed
there are some really good
deals out there, so don’t
be afraid of making offers
as you could have a lot to
gain!
