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Funding for town facelift
on the horizon

The next stage of the ABC
Caterham Healthcheck
project will see an Expres-
sion of Interest for SEEDA
funding form being sub-
mitted to the Surrey Rural
Towns Group (SRTG) on
19t June. Last year’'s ABC
Healthcheck survey re-
vealed the key issues of
concern to local residents,
and in recent weeks
members of the ABC com-
mittee have been putting
together a ‘wish list” of
short-term measures that
would smarten up our
town, known as the
‘Shabby to Smart’ initia-
tive.

Caterham could poten-
tially receive £100,000
from SEEDA (the South
East England Develop-
ment Agency) with match
funding from  Surrey
County Council, Tandridge
District Council and other
supporters doubling the
figure to £200,000. If
SEEDA approves the bid a
more detailed follow up
form will need to be com-

piled including proposed
timeframes and who will
be responsible for moni-
toring and implementing
the project. The second
form could be ready for
submission during the au-
tumn with a view to works
commencing from spring
2009.

Most of the measures to
smarten up Caterham
would involve highways is-
sues, such as street light-
ing, railings, signage,
flooding and pavements.
To explain how SCC
Highways funds are man-
aged, the highways officer
from Surrey County Coun-
cil, Derek Poole, met with
committee members last
month. Derek was able to
explain how the Council
prioritises its  budget
spend and therefore which
projects could potentially
be paid for by Highways
and which would need to
come out of the SEEDA
grant. Derek also advised
on safety and other regu-
lations and ongoing main-
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A shabby sign of the times

tenance issues that need
to be considered before
submitting the ‘Expression
of Interest’ form later this
month.

Chris Windridge, Chair-
man of the ABC Commit-
tee, said: "“The meeting
with Derek was invalu-
able. The information he
provided was very helpful
and is relevant to both
Caterham-on-the-Hill and
the Valley.”

A new ABC Healthcheck
leaflet will be published
soon with an up-to-date
progress report on actions
being taken, project fund-
ing and timescales.

It visited Tescos and
Skaterham, Caterham-on-
the-Hill, and other promi-
nent places throughout the
area. The purpose of the
Drugs Bus was to educate,
inform and raise aware-
ness of drugs misuse in
the community and reiter-
ate the message that
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‘Drugs Destroy Communi-
ties’. Officers from my
Safer Neighbourhood team
were on board the bus and
youngsters had the oppor-
tunity to be in with a
chance of winning lots of
prizes. In addition to the
Drugs Bus officers also
carried out a number of
search warrants in Tan-
dridge which yielded class
A and class C drugs,
money and other drug
paraphernalia. You may
have also seen us out in
the local public houses
working with the licensees
to eliminate supply/use
within their premises. Sur-
rey Police will not tolerate
the supply of illegal drugs
and we work closely with
partner agencies to pre-
vent misuse, educate the
public about the dangers
of drugs and where appro-
priate provide support to
those affected by drugs.

Drugs misuse is a commu-
nity problem and a motiva-
tion for committing other
crimes to fund the habit. I
would encourage anyone

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New fundraising initiative

for Tandridge

The Chairman of Tan-
dridge Voluntary Service
Council, Mike Moss, held a
meeting at the Tandridge
District Council offices last
month regarding the
establishment of a new
charitable foundation. The
proposed ‘Tandridge Com-
munity Fund’ would be
built up over the years to
generate interest for char-
itable purposes in the Tan-
dridge District Council
area.

Two years ago the Surrey
Community  Foundation
was set up, which now
has a fund of nearly £1m
and is starting to issue
grants from the interest to
charitable groups within
Surrey.

“Although there is already
a Surrey-wide scheme, the
Tandridge Community
Fund would assist local
charitable groups who
would otherwise compete

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Rose & Young latest

In the April edition of The
Caterham Independent we
highlighted the plight of
the derelict Rose & Young
site at 67/69 Croydon
Road, Caterham Valley.
MP Peter Ainsworth told us
that he would write to the
owner of the site, Mr O'Ri-
ordan of Caterham Proper-
ties Ltd., about the
situation. In his letter he
complained about the ‘blot
on Caterham’s landscape’,
saying the the site was
“unsightly, wasteful and
damaging to the town’s
economic vitality.” He
asked Mr O'Riordan what
his proposals were for the
site and the timescales in-
volved.

On May 28th Mr Ainsworth
received a reply from a
spokesperson for Cater-
ham Properties saying that
they are endeavouring to
provide a mixed develop-
ment but to do so they
would require relief in rela-
tion to the standard park-
ing requirements  for
office/retail parking. The

letter stated: “Please be
assured that we are very
anxious to progress mat-
ters and to give the town
an attractive building as
quickly as possible.”

The spokesperson ex-
plained that Caterham
Properties is not the sole
owner of the land. Last
year a portion of the land
was sold to another com-
pany who have since sold
part of their acquisition.
Both companies have
agreed that the best way
forward is to work with
Caterham Properties Ltd to
create a joint development
submission to the Council
for planning approval on
the basis of one building
only, with a common street
facade. Caterham Proper-
ties Ltd are in the process
of working with other pro-
fessionals to progress the
planning application and
design of the new develop-
ment. They have stated
that they want to provide a
good looking building and
will not cut costs in doing

New supported living scheme

People with learning dis-
abilities of all ages are
being helped to live inde-
pendently thanks to a new
development of eight fully
self-contained flats in
Whyteleafe Road, Cater-
ham-on-the-Hill.

Surrey County Council is
working in partnership
with HydeMartlet and Tan-
dridge District Council on
the £1.27 million scheme
and the decision-making
Executive has agreed to
offer land at a peppercorn
rent to the new supported
living project. Planning
permission has been given
for the eight one-bed-
room, wheelchair accessi-
ble flats on land next to an
existing building that the
county council already
leases to HydeMartlet. The
existing building provides
a six-bed residential care
home and five supported
living flats for people with
learning disabilities. There
will also be a communal
courtyard area between
the new and old buildings.
To move the £1.27m

scheme forward, the Exec-
utive has agreed to grant
a 99-year lease on the
land from the date the de-
velopment is completed
and to extend the lease of
the current building to 99
years as well. A small rent
will be paid by HydeMart-
let.

Sally Marks, the county
council’s Executive Mem-
ber for Adults and Com-
munity Care, said: "I fully
support this excellent
project because it will help
people with learning dis-
abilities have the same
opportunities as everyone
else, allowing greater
choice and greater inde-
pendence.

“Through close partner-
ship working, eight people
in Caterham who are cur-
rently in residential care
will enjoy the greater flex-
ibility that supported living
accommodation allows.”
Building work on the proj-
ect is expected to start in
October this year and it is
hoped the new tenants will
move in about a year later.

I'm always up for a chal-
lenge so I was delighted
to be invited to a training
day at the Kent Gun Club
last month.

I took up archery for

about six months a few
years ago and was look-
ing forward to trying my
hand at another target
shooting sport, except

would be moving! Kent
Gun Club members Bob
Barrett and Kevin Barrett
(who aren’t brothers, de-
spite the shared sur-
name) are opening their
store for shooting and
country sports enthusi-
asts this month, aptly
named Barretts of Cater-
ham. Bob was one of a
team of five shooters
from the club who set the
world record for clay pi-
geon shooting, while at
the same time raising
£6,000 for charity. On
27% March 2005 the team
broke a total of 4,602
clays out of 5,000, enter-
ing the Guinness Book of
Records. The highest
scorer, Bob, scored an in-
credible 954 out of 1,000!
The Kent Gun Club is sit-
uated off the beaten track
behind Brands Hatch rac-
ing track in very pretty
surroundings. After some
preliminary instruction on
the components of a
shotgun and safety pro-
cedures, my fellow
trainees and I were intro-
duced to ‘Down The Line’
('DTL’) shooting. DTL

shooting consists of five
shooters positioned 9ft
apart in a 16-yard arc
from the trap house that
releases the clays. After
shooting at five targets
each, everyone moves
along one place so that
you shoot the clays from
a different position, until
everyone has shot at a
total of 25 targets. Under
the expert guidance of
Bob and other club mem-
bers, I proudly scored
three out of 25, which
was about average for
our group of beginners.

By the end of the session
I was feeling quite com-
fortable using Bob’s
record-breaking shotgun,
which predictably didn't
break any records that
day!

In the garden
by Alec Herbert

Shrubs in borders are one
of the key factors in deter-
mining the appearance of
a garden. The right selec-
tion when replacing a
dying or straggly looking
bush or filling an empty
space will give you pleas-
ure and satisfaction in
years to come.

Most shrubs, given the
right start initially and a
little care later will last for
many years and here are
some of my favourites:
Choisya ternata - an
evergreen shrub whose fo-
liage is usually a lime or
light green and contrasts
vividly with other greenery
around it. Sometimes
known as the Mexican or-
ange blossom, it will do
well in full sun or partial
shade and can be grown
on most soils, including
clay, as long as it does not
become waterlogged. The
plant produces small white
flowers through late spring
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to early summer and will
grow naturally into a
domed shape bush. It has
a distinctive, pleasant fra-
grance and can be propa-
gated in late summer by
semi-ripe cuttings. To me
it is one of the most at-
tractive and durable of
garden plants.

Viburnum - this shrub
has over 100 varieties and
can be both evergreen or
deciduous.

Whilst it is not possible to
detail all varieties, two well
worth serious considera-
tion are Viburnum burk-

woodii and plicatum.
Both are hardy ever-
greens. Burkwoodii has a

bronze like foliage and the
older leaves turn a deep
red in autumn. It is
adorned with white flowers
in springtime.  Plicatum
also has white flowers car-
ried in large flat heads
whilst the foliage is a deep
green in summer, turning
to a reddish tint in au-
tumn. As the branches
tend to interlock, the plant
often looks as if it is cov-
ered in snow when it is in

full bloom. Both shrubs
prefer a slightly acid soil
and full sun and both look
really spectacular at their
best. Viburnum is such a
lovely shrub with an ex-
tensive range of varieties
from which to choose.
Every garden should have
one, to paraphrase a well
used expression.

Finally - tip of the month -
one year’s seed equals
seven years weed!! Keep
the weeds under control
before they are able to
flower and seed - happy
gardening!

What is the human body?

What is the human body?
Well it is an amazing or-
ganism. It is made up of
many different body sys-
tems each with a specific
function. Body systems
support each other and
work together to keep us
alive and healthy. The bet-
ter we look after our bod-
ies the better they will
serve us, and the more re-
silient they will be.

The human skeleton con-
sists of many bones, each
made up of living tissue
that constantly grows and
renews itself and marrow
in each bone produces
most of the body’s red
blood cells.

Bones can reveal details
about your sex, weight,
height and even your diet.
By eating a balanced diet
that is rich in calcium and
by taking regular exercise,
you reduce the risk of de-
veloping bone diseases
such as osteoporosis or
osteoarthritis later in life.

Where two bones meet, a
joint is formed and to

enable smooth movement,
joints are covered with lu-
bricated cartilage. Some
joints, the shoulder for ex-
ample, have a greater
range of movement than
others. Bones in less mo-
bile joints, such as the
spine, are attached by
strong ligaments and gen-
erally provide more sta-
bility.

Muscles make up about
half the weight of the
body. All the wvoluntary
movements you make de-
pend on relaxing and con-
tracting your skeletal
muscles, so muscles on ei-
ther side of the body
should be in good balance
with each other. If not - for
example one side of the
body is tighter than the
other, weakness develops.
Muscle imbalance can de-
velop if you always carry
heavy bags on one side of
your body or sit at an awk-
ward position at a desk.

A common place for imbal-
ance is the lower back but
taking regular exercise
