A recent survey has re-
vealed that a large number
of people with hip or knee
pain wait for over eight
years before seeking the
advice of a doctor.

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In the garden

by Alec Herbert

Climbing roses can make a
spectacular and fragrant
contribution to any garden.
Few, if any, climbers can
flower so profusely in such a
wide range of colours. Be-
cause they take up only a
small area of ground, they
are perfect for small gar-
dens and they can cover a
large vertical area, provid-
ing camouflage for an un-
sightly garden wall or fence
panel.

Many climbing roses will
bloom over a long period
and are likely to repeat
flower from early summer
through to late autumn.
Early spring is a good time
for planting as the soil be-
gins to warm up and climb-
ing roses will grow in most
soils. Like all roses, they
will benefit from the addi-
tion of organic matter be-
fore planting but that
statement must carry a
word of warning. Do not
apply a forkful of fresh
farmyard manure as this is
likely to burn the roots of
the rose. Ensure any or-
ganic material is well rotted
down and plant with a
handful of fertilizer in the
bottom of the hole. When
filling in the hole, try to en-
sure there are no air pock-
ets among the roots.
Pruning and training a

The Caterham and District Independent

climbing rose is simple but
can be time consuming -
and prickly! Most climbing
roses do best if trained as
horizontally as possible and
flowers will normally appear
on the side of growths. Try
to encourage the long stems
to break into new shoots at
each node. The choice of
climbing roses is extensive
and most have been bred to
resemble Floribundas or Hy-
brid Tea roses with all the
virtues of those roses, plus
the extra vigour required of
a climber. Colours include
deep reds, delicate pinks,
yellows and white with
many different varieties
available.

Selecting the rose to meet
your own requirements can
be an enjoyable experience
in itself. Once established,
the occasional feed and cor-
rect pest control will bring
its own benefits and many
will flower for several years
with minimal pruning. If
then, you are fed up of look-
ing at a bare garden wall or
fence panel, now is the time
to do something about it.
Happy gardening.

remaining seven s and
PCSOs, also led by Sergeant
Simmonds, are based at
Oxted Police Station, cover-
ing Oxted, Hurst Green,
Godstone and  Blindley
Heath. The entire neigh-
bourhood team is supported
by three Neighbourhood Co-
ordinators and an adminis-
trator.

The team is supported in
the policing of Tandridge by
other departments. These
include the Targeted Patrol
Team (TPT), which is the re-
sponse team based at
Reigate. These officers work
shifts over a 24 hour period,
seven days a week, and a
number from each shift pre-
dominantly cover Tandridge,
ensuring local knowledge
and close liaison with the
neighbourhood team. Op-
erational support including
roads policing, the dogs unit
and the helicopter give the
area access to an additional
uniformed presence.

Today there is nothing sur-
prising about a woman
running her own successful
business, but it is still un-
usual to see a woman
working in the funeral
trade.
