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New barriers at

Kenley Airfield

Last month, metal crowd
control barriers were
erected around parts of the
perimeter track at Kenley
Airfield.  Notices on the bar-
riers state that they are to
aid the safety of the public
whilst gliding takes place in
the field and that if they are
successful the need for a
fence will be negated.
The airfield is widely used
by walkers, joggers, dog
walkers and cyclists from
the area and is a conserva-
tion area within the Green
Belt.  
Portley Ward Parish Council-
lor John Orrick said: "These
three foot tall metal barriers

are horrible.  There is a
need to ensure that leisure
users of the airfield do not
go too close to the glider
launch equipment, but
these 200 yard stretches of
barrier are far longer than
necessary.   They look in-
congruous and spoil the
openness of the airfield.
This is a fence in all but
name.  If barriers are really
needed, they must be much
shorter and less intrusive."
On the 11th June, the Lon-
don Borough of Croydon
Planning Committee is due
to consider a planning appli-
cation by the Ministry of De-
fence for a permanent fence
around the airfield perime-
ter track.  We will inform
readers of the outcome next
month.

Motorists 
beware!
Officers from the Tandridge
Safer Neighbourhood Team
are urging motorists to be
extra careful following a re-
cent spate of criminal dam-
age inCaterham-on-the-Hill.
Sometime between 7pm on
Wednesday, 13th May and
8am on Thursday, 14th
May, the fuel-pipe on a
green Nissan Micra, parked
in Sergeants Place, was de-
liberately cut and the petrol
tank emptied.
Enquiries at a local repair
garage revealed at least six
other vehicles had also
been damaged. However,
these incidents have not been
reported to Surrey Police.
Tandridge Community
Safety Sergeant Daniel

Gutierrez said: “Those re-
sponsible for deliberately
cutting petrol-pipes in order
to siphon fuel must realise
their actions could lead to a
vehicle fire. I would encour-
age anyone who thinks they
may also have been a vic-
tim of a similar kind of
criminal damage to please
report it. Information from
the community is vital if we
are to build up intelligence
on those committing these
crimes in order to bring
them to justice.
“Drivers should always
check their vehicles thor-
oughly before starting any
journey. Check for leaks
and be aware of any strong
smell of petrol fumes.”

Burtenshaw’s

Beat
by Tandridge Neighbour-

hood Inspector, Elaine

Burtenshaw

Friday, 26th June marks a
special day for me as it
was on that day in 1979,
thirty years ago, that I
joined Surrey Police as a
constable.  When I first
walked the beat I wore a
cape and carried a hand-
bag that contained my
truncheon, handcuffs and
pocket book.  Crimes
when reported were either
written or typed onto a
double-sided form in tripli-
cate, meaning you had to
get the carbon paper the
right way round and
Tippex was in demand for
those typing errors!  I first
drove the Ford Escort af-
fectionately know as the
‘Panda’. Then, when it be-
came white with a stripe,
the ‘Jam Sandwich’ and
now we have the ‘Batten-
berg’ markings.  Like vehi-
cles, society has changed
and so has policing.  Our
uniform and the equip-
ment carried by officers
have changed; the type-
writer has gone with the
advent of computers.
Having served through
these changes, I can hon-
estly say that to date Sur-
rey Police (Surrey
Constabulary when I
joined) has given me an
eventful career. I spent
my first sixteen years at
Reigate, initially as a pa-
trol officer, then commu-
nity liaison officer and
then child protection offi-
cer before moving to
headquarters as the vulner-
able persons co-ordinator.

This gave me not only
county-wide experience
but also overseas experi-
ence in Slovenia.  I visited
Slovenia five times assist-
ing with the development
of their procedures in in-
vestigating crimes involv-
ing victims of child abuse,
domestic abuse and rape.
In 2001 I moved to Epsom
on my promotion to cus-
tody before becoming a
patrol sergeant on re-
sponse at North Surrey.
In 2005 I returned to
Reigate having been pro-
moted to Inspector on the
response team before tak-
ing up my present role
here as the Neighbourhood
Inspector for Tandridge.  
I always wanted to join
the police and it has not
let me down. I have had
fun, laughter and tears
but importantly worked
with tremendous people
both internally and exter-
nally and today I work
with a team who, like me,
want to do their best.

tight to 

mention?

some 30% off its lows but
few people have picked up
on this relatively ‘good’
news as it seems more in
tune with a recessionary
outlook to focus on the
negatives. This may be a
time to drip some money
into the market to average
out your risk, as things
should be a lot better in the
next two to three years. 
It looks therefore, that a
low interest environment is
here to stay for the next
year or so.  Maybe it is right
that the days of easy
money are over. What is
certain is that there are op-
portunities around but it
takes longer to find them.
However, that can also be
rewarding. After all we 
cannot all be MPs! 

In March, UK base rates hit
0.5%.  At these rates it’s no
wonder some MPs are des-
perately trying to claim for
second homes as they can-
not get a decent return in
the average high street
bank. 
Ask your bank what return
you are getting, as often it
is not clear or it is left out
on statements, and chal-
lenge them to deliver. They
need your money and there
are still some good deals
around of circa 4% if you
search hard enough. Cash
may no longer be king in
terms of returns but at
least it is at hand should it
be needed in the short to
medium term. Make sure
you use your ISA al-
lowances and place de-
posits in the name of the
person paying the lowest
rate of tax. For borrowers
it’s a little different as un-
less you have circa 25% to
put down as a deposit most
banks do not want to lend
to you competitively.  This
makes it tricky for first time
buyers unless you are for-
tunate enough to have a
benefactor. House prices
still seem to be heading a
wee bit lower and probably
will bottom out in the next
year, but this is still good
news for most people look-
ing to trade up or get on
the ladder in the first place.
So are things all that bad?
