from private sector

On Thursday, 1st October,
the subject of the dilapi-
dated Rose & Young site in
Caterham Valley was dis-
cussed by the Resources
Committee of Tandridge
District Council.  A local res-
ident, Mrs Christine Sayles,
had put together a detailed
proposal to demolish the
site and turn it into a car
park and the cost that
would be involved.  Having
looked carefully at the doc-
ument, the Resources Com-
mittee decided not to
pursue the proposal.  
Liberal Democrat Councillor

Chris Botten, who attended
the meeting, said: “I was
disappointed with the Com-
mittee’s decision because it
wasn’t willing to do further
investigation including a full
site survey.  I don’t think
they should have dismissed
the proposal - if they had
approached the Parish
Councils in Caterham they
may have been able to help
with funding a survey.”
Head of the Resources
Committee, Mr Martin
Fisher, commented:  “There
were two proposals looked
at last Thursday.  One was
the idea put forward about
a car park and the other
was the the viability of a
Compulsory Purchase
Order.  With regard to the
car park proposal, having
spoken to sources in the in-
dustry my view on the fig-
ures are far removed from
Christine’s on what it would
cost to provide a car park.
The cost would have to be
recouped by ticket sales
which is too risky a proposal
for the Council - we cannot
be speculators with public
money.”
The Chief Executive of Tan-
dridge District Council,
Stephen Weigel, sent a copy
of the proposal to the owner
of the site for his com-
ments, but has not received

a reply.  Any proposed work
done on the site, for exam-
ple, site surveys, could not
be done without the
owner’s permission. 
With regard to a Compulsory
Purchase Order, Martin con-
tinued: “It would have to be
proven that the Rose &
Young site is obstructing
another scheme which has
widespread community sup-
port to meet the criteria for
a Compulsory Purchase Order.
To purchase the site would
cost millions of pounds so
we would need a private de-
veloper to come forward with
a plan for the site and the
money to pay for it.”
Vince Sharp of the Chief Ex-
ecutive’s Office suggested
the best way forward would
be for a group such as the
Caterham Community Part-
nership (CCP) to tackle the
problem.  CCP Chairman,
Chris Windridge, said: “We
will be looking at whether
we can initiate a project to
tackle this issue or at least
review if there is anything
that can be done by local
businesses.  It is a serious
problem for the town and I
would like to encourage
anyone with any relevant
expertise and or/commit-
ment to helping resolve the
situation to please get in

Warlingham rape -
police “Following up
lines of enquiry”.
No arrest has yet been
made in connection with the
rape in the Hillbury Road
Recreation Ground in War-
lingham last month.  The of-
fence took place near Maple
Road, sometime between
12.30am and 1.30am on
Friday 4th September, as
the 19 year-old victim was
walking home following a
night out with friends.  The
suspect is described as a
white man and around 5ft
11” tall.  He spoke with a
local accent.  
Surrey Police are following
up lines of enquiry resulting
from house to house calls
and an appeal for witnesses.

Elkins said: “Offences of this
nature are very rare and are
taken extremely seriously
by Surrey Police.

Alleged assault in Waller
Lane
Surrey Police received a re-

Officers from the Safer
Neighbourhood Team are
regularly on patrol in the
area and will continue to
provide a high visibility
presence.

Manor Park suspect re-
leased on bail
A 38 year-old man has been
released on bail without
charge following his arrest
in connection with an as-
sault in Manor Park, Cater-
ham, last month.  The
incident occurred around

8.15pm on Saturday, 5th
September when a 17 year-
old woman was walking to
meet friends and was
grabbed from behind by a
man.  The man told her to
come with him but she
shouted at him and man-
aged to run away, scratch-
ing his hand.  The suspect is
described as white, 5ft 10”
tall and aged around 35.
He had wavy shoulder-
length mousey brown hair,
of average build and had an
oval face and thick eye-
brows.  He was wearing a
plain white t-shirt, light-
blue baggy jeans with small
holes in the knees and dark
shoes.
Investigating Officer Detec-
tive Constable Jamie Keech
of Reigate CID said: “We
are asking the public to
come forward with any in-
formation at all that they
have in connection with this
incident.”

The council has written to residents of the
flats to alert them of the dangers of this be-
haviour. Earlier this year a man was found
crushed to death at a Sussex recycling site,
after it is believed he fell asleep in a bin.
Councillor Tony Elias, Chairman of the Com-
munity Services Committee, said:  “This boy
was extremely lucky, thanks to the vigilance
of the crew.”

Back to

school .....

Autumn is upon us, perhaps
my favourite time of the
year when the foliage is at
its most beautiful and there
is an energy to get things
done before winter sets in.
It’s also the time for chil-
dren to go back to school
after a long summer. Chil-
dren born on or after the
1st September 2002 and
approaching seven will be
receiving an extra £250
voucher (£500 for those on
lower incomes) from the
government to add to their
Child Trust Fund (CTF) ac-
count. 
This event gives us an op-
portune time to remind our-
selves what CTFs are and
what purpose they serve.
There are restrictions on
what can be paid and who
can access a CTF. Contribu-
tions cannot exceed £1,200
per year from all sources
which may include top ups
on the state sponsored

parents or Godparents.
Most importantly they can-
not be accessed until 18 at
which point the young adult
becomes the absolute
owner of the CTF and can
do with it what he or she
wishes. The intention of the
government was that this
account would give a good
start to adulthood and pos-
sibly ease the burden of
student debt. 
The current economic cli-
mate indicates that the
state will have less funds to
allocate to students so this
sum at 18 may well be
needed much more than we
feel right now. The first CTF
account holders still have at
least 11 years to run, and
this is important both in
terms of the investment
timeframe and whether you

would really want your chil-
dren to have access to all of
their account without any
legal constraint at 18. 
If you are considering top-
ping up your child's CTF it
may well be worth consider-
ing alternatives both in
terms of spreading your in-
vestment risk and exerting
parental control and discre-
tion over what could be a
tidy sum at age 18. The fi-
nancial landscape is ever-
changing which means we
all need to go ‘back to
school’ to learn new things
and make the best of our
situation.

A tree has been planted in Kimilili

the fact that there would be a collec-
tion for Kimilili School instead of flow-
ers at his funeral, a decision  made
by his family.

Bill took a specific interest in the
school when his granddaughter,
Stephanie Pedrick, visited Kimilili in
2001 on a school trip with de
Stafford. The purpose of the trip was
to build a new science block for the
school, and de Stafford, along with
the Caterham Overseas Aid Trust,
have continued to support further
projects in Kimilili. 
Bill also had his own personal link

with the area, having served in Kenya
as a member of the colonial police
after the Second World War. 
Jessica, Bill’s step-daughter, said:
“He loved Kenya. When he was out
there he even adopted an orphaned
elephant and an orphaned cheetah.
He was always particularly interested
in de Stafford’s link with the school in
Kimilili, and would have greatly ap-
proved of the collection at his fu-
neral.”

Ye Olde Spanish

charm at ‘La Botija’

Review by Julia Church

When the new owners  pur-
chased ‘Ye Olde Leather Bot-
tle’ one of the first things
they decided was to pre-
serve the character of this
historic building in Warling-
ham Green.  The outside still
bears its original name
alongside its new name, ‘La
Botija’ (Spanish for ‘The Bot-
tle’).  Inside, the careful
preservation of the original
features  compliments the
traditional northern Spanish-
style decor that is the set-
ting for this exciting new
nightspot. 
When I visited La Botija last
month, the first thing I no-
ticed was the buzzy atmos-
phere.  It was a Thursday
evening and the restaurant
was full.   There was plenty
to take in, from the upturned
barrels for tables and the
Jamon Serrano hams hang-
ing above the bar in true
Andalucian style.  The menu
offers a wide range of hot
and cold Tapas as well as
Paella Mixta with chicken

and shellfish and Paella Veg-
etariana for non-meat
eaters.

I have recently visited St
Catherine’s services in Caterham and
have been hugely impressed by the
vital end of life care and support given
to local patients, families, friends and
carers.

Autumn is a busy season in
the garden as we prepare
for the arrival of the winter
months.  For some, the work
done over the next few
weeks will be followed by
garden tools being put in
the shed and virtually ig-
nored until next March. Keen
gardeners will find things to
do all year round and will be
aware of the need to keep
off the ground if it is very
wet or frozen, as this tends
to compact the earth.
There are many things to do
before winter sets in and
one priority is the planting
of spring bulbs.  Whilst
there is still just about time
to plant daffodils, narcissus
and spring flowering crocus,
many other bulbs, including
most varieties of tulips, can
be planted up to the end of
next month.  The depth of
planting will be dependent
on the type of bulb but most
can be planted between 10-
15cm.  Make sure the hole
is well filled so that the bulb
does not risk being sub-
jected to standing in water,
causing it to rot.
Leaf clearing is the most ob-
vious and, for some, the

most tedious, job at this
time of year.  
Clearing leaves from lawns
is essential to prevent them
having a detrimental effect
on the grass through the
winter.   A few bags of
leaves placed out of sight
will provide a good leaf
mould in twelve months’
time ideal for mulching next
autumn.
The lawn will benefit from a
good rake over, removing
dead thatch and moss and
then scarified.  This will im-
prove the  drainage, helping
to prevent water-logging
through the winter.  An au-
tumn lawn feed may seem
like unnecessary work but
the benefits will be obvious
next year. When you mow
the lawn, raise the height of
the mower blades as the
growth rate of the grass
slows down.  Certain shrubs
can be pruned and dead
wood removed but it is al-
ways worth leaving some
pruning until the spring,
thus providing foliage on
which winter frosts can etch
their patterns.
Much to do then, but two or
three quieter months ahead
during which the garden
tools can be cleaned up and
the mower serviced!
Happy gardening!
