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Residents have their say about ‘The Square’
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How 'The Square’ in Caterham town centre will look after
the improvements this summer

Members of the Caterham
Community Partnership
(CCP) have been sorting
through the 220 question-
naires completed by mem-
bers of the public about the
forthcoming improvements
to ‘The Square’ in Cater-
ham Valley. The question-
naires were available at
displays of the scheme at
venues in Caterham-on-
the-Hill and Caterham Val-
ley during two weeks in
February.

A large propor-
tion of the respondants ex-
pressed the desire to see
something done about the
old Rose & Young car show-
room in Croydon Road.
Nigel Wilkinson of the CCP
commented: “We are
pleased that the vast ma-
jority of the respondants
said they approve of the
improvements being made
to The Square. The ques-
tionnaire results confirmed
the response of the original
‘A Better Caterham’
healthcheck and shows we
are moving in the right di-
rection. The additional
comments will help us
when planning the next
stage of our ‘Shabby to
Smart’ initiative. Regard-
ing the Rose & Young build-
ing, we are aware of what a
high priority it is for the
residents of Caterham. We
are keeping an eye on the
situation and exploring the
options available. That is
all we are in a position to
say at present.”

Last month has been an ex-
tremely busy month for the
team with positive results.
At the start of the month
PCs Wayne Stephens, Mar-
tin Bassom and Response
colleagues arrested four
persons for robbery after a
pizza delivery man was at-
tacked and had his pizzas
stolen. The four males have
been bailed pending further
enquires.

The middle of the month
saw local neighbourhood
officers with colleagues
from CID and Dog section
execute a search warrant
under the Misuse of Drugs
Act at 6.30am at a property
in Tupwood Scrubbs Road.
The intelligence that led to
this warrant was from the
community and I urge you
to continue calling us with
information and report any-
thing suspicious to us be-
cause we will act upon it.
The team un-covered two

large storage bunkers in the
rear garden which were
being supplied with electric-
ity from the main property.
Inside the bunkers a total of
1,149 cannabis plants were
found at varying stages of
cultivation. Three men were
arrested at the property on
suspicion of cultivation of
cannabis. They have now
been bailed until May.

As a team we have also
been carrying out joint day-
time and evening cross bor-
der patrols with colleagues
from neighbouring, neigh-
bourhood teams from the
Metropolitan and Kent
Forces to combat cross bor-
der criminality. This is hav-
ing a positive effect on
crime which is down this
year.

colleagues I am appealing
for any witnesses to an un-
provoked assault that took
place in the Coulsdon Road
on Friday 12th March 2010
between 9pm and 9.30pm.

Since markets collapsed in
2008 we have made quite a
dramatic recovery but, as
many of my clients have
been asking me, where
does it go from here?
Clearly we can only esti-
mate what may happen in
the future but we must
learn from the past. The
FTSE 100 Index, since hit-
ting its lows in March 2009,
has rebounded by over
50% and some individual
shares or funds have dou-
bled in value.

Overall, commentators still
see volatility ahead and
markets hate uncertainty.
The style and colour of the
next government will have
a huge impact on growth,
our currency and pace of
recovery. It is going to be a
tough job, and a hung par-
liament could delay the in-
evitable hard decisions that
need to be taken. A clear
majority with a mandate to
reduce our mountain of
debt will probably be taken
well by the markets and the
recovery in assets should
continue.

Cash rates, whatever hap-
pens over the coming
months, will still be low as
banks rebuild their balance
sheets and make a good
margin on their products.
The Bank of England will
need to keep rates low to
encourage demand.

One asset class that has
done very poorly since 2007
is commercial property, but
even this area has seen a
decent and consistent re-
vival without a bubble ap-
pearing just yet.

If inflation concerns you
then index-linked gilts, na-
tional savings and real as-
sets (like property and
commodities) are ones to
add to your portfolio. Again
a balance of risk and diver-
sity is key and with Easter
just round the corner, don't
put all your eggs in one
basket!

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An interview with David Lee,

Bus Garage
Caterham resident, Alan

years since Chelsham Bus
Garage was opened on the
20th January 1925 by The
East Surrey Traction Com-
pany.

tract Route 196, which ran
in The London Area from
Norwood Junction to Brix-
ton, with peak hour trips
extended to Islington.

very close election as peo-
ple are thinking very seri-
ously about what sort of
government they want.”

‘La Fiaba’ Italian restaurant
and coffee bar in Croydon
Road, Caterham Valley, has
just the right ambience for
a night out with friends, a
romantic meal for two, or a
lunchtime meeting over a
cup of delicious Italian cof-
fee.
Aldo, the owner, provides a
warm welcome to his cus-
tomers, many of whom
used to frequent his previ-
ous restaurants in Hamsey
Green and Tadworth.
During the day customers

I had the veal escalopes
with finely chopped
