Sports hall floor updateTown centre 
upgrade
Continued from page 1
Last week saw work com-
mence on the upgrade to
‘The Square’ in Caterham
that will revitalise the com-
mercial hub of the town. 
The project is part of the
‘Caterham Community Part-
nership’s (‘CCP’s) Shabby to
Smart’ initiative to smarten
up Caterham following the
ABC (‘A Better Caterham’)
Healthcheck survey in
2007. CCP succeeded in
getting funding for improve-
ments to the town from the

South East England Devel-
opment Agency, Surrey
County Council, Tandridge
District Council and the
local parish councils.  
Nigel Wilkinson of CCP said:
“The work started promptly
and everything is progress-
ing smoothly.  The removall
of the unsightly railings has
already opened up The
Square and the men are
working very well.”  
Contract Manager, Steve
Martin, who is supervising
the work said:  “Barring
unforseen disasters we are
well on course to com-
plete the work by early
September.”

A digitally-created impression of how The Square will
look after the current improvement works. 

Last month we reported on
the problems with the main
sports hall floor at de
Stafford Sports Centre in
Caterham which has led to
its retricted use since Febru-
ary.  The cost of repairs
were estimated to be in the
region of £70,000, a sum
that de Stafford School, who
is responsible for the main-
tenance of the centre, can-
not afford.  Mark Symons,
Managing Director of Tan-
dridge Leisure recently sent
us the following statement
to update our readers:
“Tandridge Leisure has con-
tinued to assist the school in
looking at options available
to bring about the repair of
the sports hall floor and to
potentially increase the
community use of the sports
hall and the swimming pool.
Tests of the materials used
in the original construction
are currently being under-
taken to find the cause of
the fault. As a result of
July’s Caterham and District
Independent article, some
people have approached the
school, which has led to a
likely saving in the esti-
mated cost for the replace-

ment floor. We will continue
to work with the school with
the aim of getting the hall
back in full use as soon as
possible”. 
A further progress report
will be published next
month, to include a sum-
mary of the conclusions of
the tests on the floor.

Caterham store uses latest tech-
nology to reduce landfill waste

In the USA, Route 66 is one
of the oldest highways that
stretches 2,500 miles across
the country. It is a long road,
spanning a huge distance
from LA to Chicago that has
many twists and turns. 
After recent changes to
pensions rules, people ap-
proaching 66 in the UK will
now face one of the longest
journeys of their lives, with
the prospect of an uncer-
tain, possibly bumpy ride in
front of them. The state has
decided to tinker with the
rules massively relating to
retirement in recent years
and so much change leads
to uncertainty. The details
behind the headlines are
that retirement cannot be
imposed on employees as
they hit 65, as was the
norm. What should be ap-
plauded therefore is the in-
troduction of flexibility and
the lack of compulsion. In-
stinctively it seems right
that people should not nec-
essarily be told when their
working lives should cease.
Whether it be 50, 70 or 66
should it really be for the
state to decide when your
last working day is? How-
ever, part of the dilemma
that politicians face is that
people are living longer and
we have an ageing popula-
tion. The burden on the Ex-
chequer and the time

paying out state pensions
reflect the reality that some
may actually face a retire-
ment that is longer than
what was once a traditional
working life. From a human
aspect that is a thing to be
applauded, as we all want
to live long and prosper, but
will recent changes allow
that to happen? 
What seems clear is that
the only way for people to
be certain of when or if they
want to retire is to take
control of it themselves.
This can be a daunting and
uncertain road to take, but
whether working in the pri-
vate or public sector no one
need accept the route that
is mapped before them.
Seemingly the only way to
get your kicks from route
66 is to take a grip of the
steering wheel and decide
the speed and destination
of your own journey. 

Waitrose in Caterham has
introduced anaerobic diges-
tion into their business to
lessen the amount of waste
that goes to landfill. Wait-
rose was the first national
food retailer to utilise
anaerobic digestion to dis-
pose of waste food. The
first trials took place in five
stores in May 2008.
Nicola Watts from Waitrose
Caterham said:  “In one
month the process has pro-
duced enough energy from
waste from our store to boil
144 kettles for one hour
and produce fertilizer for
farms. We are really proud
to be helping the environ-
ment in this way.”
Anaerobic digestion is a se-
ries of processes in which
micro-organisms break
down biodegradable mate-
rial in the absence of oxy-
gen. The method is used for
industrial or domestic pur-
poses to manage waste
and/or release energy.
The method is widely used
as a renewable energy

source because the process
produces a methane and
carbon dioxide rich biogas
suitable for energy produc-
tion, helping to replace fos-
sil fuels. The nutrient-rich
digestate by-product can be
used as fertilizer. 
Almost any organic material
can be processed with
anaerobic digestion includ-
ing materials such as waste
paper, grass clippings, left-
over food, sewerage and
animal waste.
Utilising anaerobic digestion
technologies can help to re-
duce the emission of green
house gasses in a number
of ways:
1. Replacing fossil fuels;
2. Reducing methane emis-
sion from landfills;
3. Reducing vehicle move-
ments;
4. Reducing electrical grid
transportation losses.

Rest in peace

Doug Newdick
1918-2010
Caterham resident, WWII
veteran and trout fisherman
extraordinaire, Doug Newdick,
passed away last month at
the age of 92.  
Doug, who was one of five
children, was born on 17th
May 1918 in East London
during the last Zeppelin air
raid.  After leaving school at
14 Doug did various jobs in-
cluding working as a train
steward for a number of
years before being called up
for the army. 
During the war Doug served
in North Africa, the Middle
East and Italy including at
Monte Cassino.  Doug drove
trucks and motorbikes and
even had to drive a truck
through a minefield! For
many years afterwards
Doug did not speak about
his wartime experiences.
He was mentioned in dis-
patches but his family still do
not know the reason why.
Doug featured in the De-
cember 2009 edition of The
Caterham and District Inde-
pendent, when he was in-
terviewed about his role in
the production of a four-disk
DVD set entitled: “Britain at
War”.  Doug was one of the
veterans invited by the film
producers  to speak about his
recollections of El Alamein in
North Africa in 1942. 
It was during the war that
Doug became penpals with
his sister Gladys’s friend Joan
who lived in Shrewsbury.
Romance blossomed and

Doug and Joan married in
1947. At this time Doug
was working as a police of-
ficer in Manchester but
soon decided the work did
not suit him as he did not
like arresting people!  
Doug and Joan moved to
London where Doug worked
for a firm of London Insur-
ance Brokers until his re-
tirement in 1983.  The
couple moved to Caterham
in 1956 with their baby son
Paul.  In 1985 Paul married
Karen and in 1989 Doug and
Joan’s granddaughter, Claire,
was born.
Doug’s passion during his
retirement was trout fishing
and he gained the nick-
name  ‘The Heron’ at Bough
Beech fishing club because
of his ability to catch fish
and his tall, slim build.
Most recently Doug fished
at the beautiful Leigh Mill
lake in Godstone.  Doug, a
popular and highly re-
spected fisherman, was
given honorary member-
ship of the fishing club on
his 90th birthday.

Review by Sam Burgess
It has been 11 years since
we last witnessed the ad-
ventures of Woody, Buzz
Lightyear et al but finally
the latest, and most likely
the last, film in Pixar’s
hugely successful Toy Story
saga is upon us – and it
doesn’t disappoint.  Toy
Story 3 is more than just a
worthy addition to the se-
ries, it is probably the best
film of the three. 
The story picks up 11 years
after Toy Story 2 and the
toys’ once loving owner
Andy is now grown up and
about to leave for college. A
mix-up with a bag of previ-
ously adored toys destined
for the attic means that the
familiar gang soon find
themselves donated to a
child day care centre, the
seemingly idyllic Sunnyside.
However, the toys soon re-
alise that the place is in fact
nearer a nightmare than a
dream, setting in motion a

brilliant prison-break ad-
venture.  The film is excit-
ing and colourful enough to
keep youngsters engaged
whilst there are some fairly
weighty subjects tackled to
satisfy adults. Themes con-
cerning loyalty, abandon-
ment, and the acceptance
of one’s fate will resonate
with older viewers long
after the credits roll.
The leap in technology since
Toy Story 2 means that this
is by far the most visually
impressive of the trilogy
and certainly ranks as one
of Pixar’s best looking films.
On the other hand, the op-
tion to see it in 3-D doesn’t
really add anything to the
viewing experience so it is
difficult to justify the extra
price over the 2-D screen-
ings. In summary, Toy Story
3, is a beautifully made,
very funny, surprisingly
moving yet hugely enter-
taining film that forms the
perfect conclusion to what
is, arguably, the most
groundbreaking film series
in the history of animation.
