Families wishing to bury
their loved ones in Cater-
ham Cemetery are being
told that there is no more
space available and they will
have to make arrangements
for a burial elsewhere.  Most
bereaved families are not
aware of the situation until
funeral plans are being made
after losing a loved one.
Local resident, Peter Jenner,
wanted the situation high-
lighted in the local press fol-
lowing the traumatic

experience of his friend,
Peter Wyer, when he lost his
wife Susan in December.
Mr Jenner said:  “Tandridge
District Council has known
for some years that burial
plots at Caterham Cemetery
were running short but no
alternative arrangements
were made.  This was de-
spite the fact that an adja-
cent plot next to St. Mary’s
Church remained undevel-
oped for years.”  
Speaking of his personal ex-

perience, Peter Wyer said:
“Susan grew up in Cater-
ham and so did her parents
so I was horrified to find
there were no spaces in
Caterham Cemetery to bury
her.  It was harrowing hav-
ing to try and find some-
where for her to be buried.
You would not believe the
anguish it caused, it was ex-
hausting.  In the end Susan
was buried at All Saints
cemetery in  Warlingham.”
In most cases burials are
now taking place at Green
Lawns Cemetery in
Chelsham, managed by
Croydon Council.

Mr Jenner added:  “A burial at
Green Lawns Cemetery costs
considerably more than a
burial at Caterham Cemetery.
An elderly person living in
Caterham who loses a family
member or friend will not only
find this additional cost pro-
hibitive, the distance they will
need to travel to visit the
grave of a loved one will
prove extremely difficult
mindful of imminent cuts to
local bus services between
Caterham and Chelsham.”
A statement from Tandridge
District Council said:  
“We agree local residents
should be able to be buried
alongside other members of
their families, or at their local
graveyard. Unfortunately,
there is no more space left for
burials at the Caterham Burial
Ground. This is a common
problem across the country
and was addressed on na-
tional radio recently.

There is no statutory duty on
the Council to provide a burial
ground, which means it is not
a priority at a time when we
are trying to maintain our key
services, while having to
make savings. The cost of
buying land and turning it into
a burial ground would be con-
siderable and the Council
does not have the resources
to do this, even if it was
agreed. There are also plan-
ning matters to be taken into
consideration. 
Until about 20 years ago,
cemeteries were identified in
national Green Belt policy as
being an acceptable item in a
Green Belt. Following national
Planning Policy Guidance in
1992 about Green Belts
(PPG2) that presumption was
removed. It is unlikely a new
cemetery would now be iden-
tified as ‘appropriate develop-
ment’ and ‘very special
circumstances’ would need to
be demonstrated to justify a
grant of permission. Accord-
ingly, planning permission has
always been a major issue in
terms of burial provision.
Some proposals have been
made, but have been with-
drawn prior to a likely refusal
being issued.”

Views differ on
meeting affordable
housing needs
Tandridge District Council's
public consultation on plan-
ning policy, which ends on
11th March, includes an as-
sessment as to which villages
and settlements within the
district should continue as
Green Belt Settlements. The
subject of the Green Belt
raises differing opinions on
Green Belt development pol-
icy within the Tandridge dis-
trict. 
The Council's Core Strategy
adopted in 2008 requires the
Council to deliver 2,500
homes between 2006 and
2026 and indicates that this
will happen by the use of land
within the built up areas of
the district. Green Belt land
will only be released if insuf-
ficient land can be found in
built up areas.  An assess-
ment of what land might be
available over the next 15
years is due to be considered
by the Council's Planning Pol-
icy Committee on 3rd March.
A spokesperson for the Coun-
cil said that they anticipate
there will be more than
enough homes delivered to
meet the requirement  of
2,500 without the need to re-
lease Green Belt land.  The

Council, however, is not so
optimistic about meeting tar-
gets for affordable homes.
The Council has 1,661 house-
holds on the waiting list but
predict they cannot deliver
more than 300 units over the
next 15 years. The Core
Strategy noted that: “...in
common with most other
councils in the South East,
this requirement cannot be
met in full.” The Core Strat-
egy does not provide for the
release of green field Green
Belt land to meet this aim.   
Commenting on the situation,
John Orrick, Surrey County
Councillor for Caterham-on-
the-Hill, said:  “I think it is
time to have a sensible,
grown up debate about it.  I
personally think that it is the
areas of Green Belt within the
built up areas that are the
most important to preserve
in order to protect the char-
acter of the area that we
have.  I think you can cer-
tainly look at expanding
some of the hamlets without
harming anything.  You could
have three or four new prop-
erties added to a hamlet
without it spoiling the coun-
tryside.  What we don’t want
is more new housing devel-
opments like in Stanstead
Road in Caterham.  Big old
houses are being knocked
down and replaced with five

or six new ones which spoils
the whole character of the
road.”  
Local property developer,
Nigel Greenhalgh of Village
Developments believes that
releasing a tiny proportion of
Green Belt green field land is
the only solution.  He said:
“Tandridge is 94% Green Belt
and we are running out of
brown belt land.  We only
need to release 1% of Green
Belt land in Tandridge to
solve the housing problem.
The principle function of the
Green Belt policy was to pre-
vent coalescence - the merg-
ing together of towns. 
“Adding a few new houses  to
existing  hamlets and build-
ing on sites within built-up
areas will go nowhere near
meeting housing require-
ments.  We are in the middle
of a national housing crisis.
People’s perceptions need to
change because the way we
are heading things will be like
Victorian times again, with
thousands of young people
living with their parents with
no chance of getting married
and having a family in a
home of their own. The prob-
lem is that if you mention the
Green Belt there is a phobia
about it.  The councillors
have to be proactive about
dealing with housing needs.”

Parish council plants new cedar

In conclusion, John Orrick
said:  “The situation requires
huge sensitivity on the part
of developers and the plan-
ners and society has to com-
promise.” 
Residents have until 11th
March to make their views
known to Tandridge District
Council on planning policies,
including the future of vil-
lages that are currently des-
ignated Green Belt
Settlements.  The consulta-
tion documents can be
viewed at
www.tandridge.gov.uk/Plan-
ning/PlanningPolicy/plan-
ningpolicyconsultations.htm.
Copies of the documents are
also available for inspection
at the Council Offices in Oxted
as well as at Caterham Val-
ley and Oxted Libraries.

We cannot overstate the
importance of reading from
a young age. Of course,
books are incredibly valu-
able for people of all ages -
with their wonderful capac-
ity to educate, inform and
entertain in almost limitless
supply – but for young chil-
dren starting out on their
journey in life, they are
quite simply priceless. 
Frank Field MP’s recent
report on Poverty and Life
Chances showed that “The
associations between
cognitive development at
age five and later educa-
tional outcomes are very
strong,” – and that read-
ing can be the crucial fac-
tor in this early cognitive
development. 
I tried to make this case in
my own way during the re-
cent debate on Life Chances
in the House of Commons
(a video of my speech is
available at www.samgy-
imah.com). If a child can’t
read at school, then nothing
else works. They can’t learn
English, they can’t do
Maths, they can’t even
work out what the teacher
is writing up on the board.
And from my own experi-

ences growing up as young
boy in Ghana, I know the
impact that being read to by
my mother had on my fu-
ture achievement in school
and beyond. It was immeas-
urable.
That is why I am supporting
World Book Night on 5th
March. One million books
will be given away by twenty
thousand selected readers
across the UK, with a series
of events and celebrations
across the country with
many libraries and book-
shops remaining open late.

In a visual age where com-
puters and television are
such a big part of our lives,
reading books cannot be al-
lowed to fall by the wayside.
As Victor Hugo said: “To
learn to read is to light a
fire; every syllable that is
spelled out is a spark.”

Hopi Ear Candling

from the Native American
Hopi Indians and can help
many ear, nose and throat
problems such as sinusitis,
sore throats, snoring and
much more.
