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A recent survey by Tan-
dridge District Council has
shown that the readership
of The Caterham and Dis-
trict Independent in Tan-
dridge is steadily growing
against all the odds!

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New floor for de

Stafford’s sports hall
de Stafford School and Sur-
rey County Council are
pleased to announce that
the on-going problems with
de Stafford sports centre
floor are on track to be com-
pleted by the beginning of
March.  The facility which is
used by the school during
the day and the community
in the evenings, weekends
and the school holidays has
been awaiting a new floor
after problems with the
structure.

(P3).  This is a point elastic
sports floor that offers 48%
force reduction and the
highest levels of comfort on
the market.  It is particu-
larly suited to younger and
older players within the
community, from falls, de-
liberate dives, eradication
of skin burns and reduction
of repetitive impact in-
juries.”
Miss Caroline Longhurst,
head teacher at de
Stafford, said:  “The work is
scheduled to go ahead 
in February and we are 

planning a grand opening
for the beginning of March.
We hope the sports hall,
which will also get a cos-
metic overhaul from the
Tandridge Trust, will be
back to full working order
and a fantastic facility for
everyone in Caterham and
surrounding areas to enjoy
very soon.”

Diary of a

Plantaholic

January has seen some
milder days when I have
been making a start on tidy-
ing up many of the perenni-
als whose outlines are
becoming a bit tatty.  They
will be quite hardy when win-
ter temperatures resume
(you can’t move in our
garage for snow shovels etc!) 
I always feel it is such a large
garden at this time of year, so
different from a few months
hence when I will have sown
far too many seedlings, ac-
quired far too many plants,
and have absolutely no room.
I can’t wait!
Sadly, the birds don’t seem to
be settling too well to their
new feeding station that re-
placed our beloved silver
weeping pear tree. One rea-
son may be that a Spar-
rowhawk swooped down to it
from nowhere, undeterred by
our presence. How often he
visits is hard to tell, which
may explain why the bird

count is severely depleted.
However, on mild days their
songs have been accompany-
ing me, and two robins en-
thusiastically approve my
efforts, taking it in turns to
land just where I am about to
work!
With all the leaves off the
wisterias, I can see what I
have and haven’t pruned.
There are still plenty of long
whippy growths that need
cutting back to about 3-4ins.
They can easily become a
leafy tangle, with very few
flowers. So now is the time to
show them who is boss! I
shall also prune out a lot of
tangled growth on the honey-
suckles, vines, and ‘simplify’
the espalier apple trees, to let
in more air and light. That is
the plan this month.

New recycling

and waste

service gets

the go-ahead

Try the great
new dishes at
The Curry Leaf
Review by Julia Church

The Curry Leaf Indian restau-
rant in The Parade, Old
Coulsdon, has just introduced
a number of exciting new
dishes to its menu.  The
restaurant has created its
own recipes using fresh in-
gredients and my daughter
Jenny and I got to taste some
of the new recipes when we
visited in January.
Ali Uddin, owner of The Curry
Leaf, explained that they
have improved the choice of
the chillis they use so that
they can use less quantity of
chilli to get the same effect,
which is much kinder to the
digestive system! 
Our meal consisted mainly of
a selection from the new
range, with Ali serving us
King Prawn Grill Suka (flame
grilled king prawns fried with
onions and peppers) and
Mass Biran (freshwater white
fish marinated with spices
and pan fried) for starters.
The aromatic relish was a

wonderful accompaniment
to the gentle spiciness of the
fish which Ali said was just
right for the cold, damp
weather.
Jenny had said that Chicken
Korma was her favourite In-
dian dish, so alongside
Chicken Korma, we were also
served two new dishes, Wild
Duck Breast Honey and
Momtaj Chicken (chicken
breast cooked in highly
flavoured Indian herbs) with
plain naan bread and mush-
room rice.  Ali said that the
duck breast had proved to be
especially popular with his
customers as well as the
spring lamb chops. 
The lovely big portions of
honey duck were superb.
The Momtaj Chicken had a
stronger flavour, but had
been flavoured by the chef
so as not to be too hot for us.
Jenny and I agreed that it
was lovely to try something
different, and we both thor-
oughly appreciated being in-
troduced to such wonderful
new flavours. 
Jenny, a uni student, was in
heaven, saying:  “I can’t wait
to tell my friends what  I
have eaten this evening,

Parking shortage

However, being
in private ownership it is
not available outside shop
hours.
I was told a few years ago
when making enquiries in
connection with the A Bet-
ter Caterham scheme that
originally the car park was
administered by Tandridge
District Council from the
time the shop (then Safe-
way) closed until midnight.
It required funding by the
local authority but that this
had been withdrawn. It is
not generally known that
25 spaces are always avail-
able in the area to the right
of the entrance to the main
car park but it is a quarter
of a mile walk from there to
the main area and to the
church.
I am aware that nearby
residents do not want the
car park open later than at
present.  I do not believe
that their objection is to
disturbance likely to be
caused by responsible mo-
torists but the fear of trou-
ble being caused by the
disruptive minority of our
community who therefore
would seem to have more
influence over events than
the law-abiding majority.
Maybe mine is a lone voice
– or do these comments

resonate with anyone else?
