A fresh start for

The Village Inn
The Village Inn in Coulsdon
Road, Caterham-on-the-Hill,
is making a fresh start fol-
lowing the review of its li-
cense on Monday, 18th June
to tackle the crime and anti-
social behaviour associated
with the pub in recent years.
The new restrictions on the li-
cense mean that drinks will
not be served after 11pm,
seven days a week; the pub
must display 'Zero Tolerance
Drugs Policy' signs; there
must be hourly searches of
the toilets to check for drug
misuse and a license holder
must be on the premises at

all times during trading
hours. 
The review also stated that
CCTV should be installed,
which Steve Kirk, the owner
of the pub has already done.
Steve also introduced an
'Over 21s only' policy after
6pm (except for families in
the restaurant) on 1st May
and has even made it a
'footie-free zone' to attract
new customers who do not
want to watch the screening
of football matches while
they are out for a drink.
Steve Kirk and his three busi-
ness partners have spent

£50,000 on transforming the
pub and restaurant, which
now has a new menu and a
popular carvery on Sundays.
Steve said: "The license re-
view was nerve-wracking but
now it is over I am the most
excited I have been in seven
years here. We know the
food is some of the best
around and we have been
getting such good comments
from our customers. We
hope word will soon get
round that things have com-
pletely changed here and
people will come in to see the
place."

Diary of a

plantaholic
by Sue Baines
What an unpredictable few
weeks it’s been, we’ve cer-
tainly been having some
weather! The heat-wave
was very time consuming,
and I refrained from plant-
ing until the weather
changed. It’s been quite a
rush to plant in between the
wind and the rain, which
has encouraged lush leafy
growth. This has been re-
moved as much as possible,
to give more room, and
stop the leaves falling onto
the new plants, which now
need as much light as they can
get. It’s amazing just how
many slugs and snails they
give cover to, so protection
against them is vital.
I have been keeping an eye
on my Hydrangeas, many of
which are in large pots.
Flowers are now visible and
there appears to be a few
more than last year. I have
started to feed them with
diluted tomato fertiliser and
put on the Hydrangea
colourant. This will change
the flowers to various

shades of blue or mauve. It
is more controllable in pots,
but if you usually have pink
flowers, and garden on al-
kaline (chalky) soil, and
want blue flowers, now is
the time to start sprinkling
it on the soil around the
plant. White flowers will re-
main unchanged.
The lillies have sailed
through despite the
weather; however with the
sun came the lilly beetles.
These need to be dealt with
pretty quickly, as not only
do they eat the leaves, their
offspring completely deci-
mate the plants, leaving a
foul slimy mess. Provado
spray should work but as
soon as I see the orange
beetle, I make it my mis-
sion to hunt them out, and
destroy them - by hand!
