Three men 

remanded in

custody after

armed robbery

in Caterham
On Monday 23rd April three
men appeared in court after
being charged in connection
with an armed robbery in
Croydon Road, Caterham on
Friday, 20th April.  Marvin
Ralph Samuels, 27, of Wood-
side Green, South Norwood,
Paul Tucker, 35, of Headley
Drive, New Addington, and
Nicholas Barry Leacock, 35,
of New Cross were all
charged with conspiracy to
commit robbery. All three
were remanded in custody
and are due to appear at
Guildford Crown Court on
18th May.
A fourth man who was ar-
rested was released on police
bail while the investigation
continues. He is due to an-
swer bail on Saturday, 23rd
June.
The incident took place just
before 12pm outside the
Blockbuster store when a
cash delivery driver was
threatened with what is be-
lieved to be a firearm before

the offenders took a box con-
taining cash from him. No-
one was hurt in the incident.
Officers from the Tandridge
Safer Neighbourhood Team,
Targeted Patrol Team and
CID were soon on the scene
and with the aid of specialist
units including the firearms
unit and the force helicopter
a thorough search took place
in a bid to locate those re-
sponsible. Neighbouring po-
lice forces including The
Metropolitan Police Service,
Kent Police and Sussex Police
also assisted with the search.
Two men were arrested
about an hour after the rob-
bery took place and two

other men were arrested
shortly afterwards. All of the
men were arrested in the
New Addington area by The
Metropolitan Police Service.
Tandridge Neighbourhood In-
spector Angie Austin, said:
“This was a frightening ordeal
for those involved and who
witnessed it and I would like
to reassure the community
that we are doing all we can
to bring those responsible to
justice.
“I would like anyone who has
information on this incident
who has not yet spoken with
officers to contact Surrey Po-
lice on 101 quoting reference
P12111327.”

A building that has been
empty at Caterham Dene
Hospital for approximately
two years is currently under-
going refurbishment in
preparation for its re-opening
later this year.  Peadiatric
services provided by Virgin
Care will be moving out of
East Surrey Hospital to the
vacant Conifers building as
soon as the refurbishment is
complete.  First Community
Health and Care who run the

The Conifers building at Caterham Dene Hospital.

Caterham Dene Hospital, in-
cluding the new Walk-In Cen-
tre, will also occupy some of
the space in the refurbished
building.  
Conifers has been unoccupied
since Surrey Borders Trust,
responsible for mental health
in Surrey, moved to other
clinics.   Chris Botten, Pro-
gramme Director for Commu-
nity Services at the NHS and
Tandridge District Councillor
for Portley Ward in Caterham,
said:  “We are making the
best use of the available
premises at the Caterham
Dene Hospital which has al-
ways been our priority.”  

Planning permis-

sion granted for

Oaklands scheme
On Thursday, 19th April a
planning application for 161
dwellings and a replacement
health facility at the Oak-
lands site in Coulsdon Road,
Caterham-on-the-Hill was
approved  by Tandridge Dis-
trict Council.  After consulta-
tions with the local
community and a visit to the
site by the Planning Officers,
the developers, Langham
Homes and Berkeley Homes,
had submitted revised plans
earlier this year.  
Local residents concerned at the
density of the scheme and the
loss of mature trees attended
the Planning Meeting held in the
council offices in Oxted to hear
the decision of the Planning Of-
ficers.
After the meeting, Martin
Redman, Director of Lang-
ham Homes, said:  We are
very pleased with the plan-
ning decision from the Plan-
ning Committee.  The
objections as well as the
points in favour of the devel-
opment were all considered
and we feel that the right de-
cision has been made for the

future development of the
site.  
Together with Berkeley
Homes we look forward to
ensuring that the scheme is
developed to a high standard
and successfully integrates
into the local community.”
Jeremy Webster, Tandridge Dis-
trict Councillor for Queen’s Park
Ward, said: “I was very disap-
pointed that the small alter-
ations that we wanted to have

that would have made life so
much better for residents
both new and existing were
not accepted by the Planning
Committee.  A few less houses
would have made all the differ-
ence.”
The developers expect to be on
site in the late summer for the
commencement of the works
and demolition, with an approx-
imate two-year building pro-
gramme.

Diary of a 

Plantaholic
by Sue Baines

At this time of year I can
usually be seen turning in a
large circle (sometimes ever
decreasing), as there are so
many jobs to do, and they
all need my attention at the
same time. This season has
been very different, as my pri-
ority is to cope with the
hosepipe ban which promises
to be in place for many
months. 
My planting plan has gone
up in smoke, although al-
ways rather flexible, this
year the aim is to get as
many plants planted asap,
so they get their roots down
to any available water. I
have used ‘Rootgrow’, the
mycorrhizal fungus that at-
taches itself to the roots, it
increases the fine root hairs,
hopefully enabling them to
resist drought. I have been
using it for the last few
years when planting any
permanent plants. I also
used it very successfully on
an old rose bed, which got
re-planted without taking

the old soil away or disin-
fecting it against rose sick-
ness.
I have sown more hardy
annuals than usual. They
are in a seam of poor, dry
soil in full sun. Poppies are
my favourite (and the
bees), but godetia, nigella
(love in a mist), nicandra
(shoo fly), marigolds,
clarkia, phacelia (gentian
blue), corncockle, linums,
gypsophila (covent garden)
and the silene electra
(shock pink), should hold
their own whatever the
weather. Seed is easily
saved later, and if happy,
often come up on their
own. They are lovely for
children to sow too, but
make sure you can identify
the weeds, the earlier the
better, so that they won’t
have to compete for water.

Warlingham Library

Warlingham 

Library volunteers

await Council decision

On Saturday 24th March over
40 potential community vol-
unteers attended a meeting
at Warlingham Library.  War-
lingham is one of ten Surrey
libraries planned to be
launched as a ‘community li-
brary’ to avoid closure.  At the
meeting it was agreed that
Surrey County Council (‘SCC’)
would put together a training
programme for the volunteers
and would commence training
as soon as possible.  How-
ever, the process has been
delayed due to a technical
challenge brought late last
year in respect of the Equality
Act 2010.  Mr Justice Wilkie
upheld the challenge and on
20th February a judicial re-
view commenced of the coun-
cil’s plans.
On 24th April SCC announced
that it will take a decision on
its libraries plan again at a
Cabinet meeting on 19th June
following completion of the
judicial review.  It will con-
sider all the work that has
been done to develop a com-
prehensive training package
for volunteers.    
Helyn Clack, Surrey County
Council’s Cabinet Member for
Community Services and the

2012 Games, said: “Our aim
all along has been to keep all
52 of Surrey’s libraries open
while elsewhere in the coun-
try branches are closing. Al-
lowing communities to run
libraries enables us to do this
and it is still the council’s pol-
icy. Although the council had
done a lot of work to develop
equalities training, the High
Court ruled there should have
been more detail in the Cabi-
net’s papers about it at the
meeting last September, so
we are going to take the de-
cision again, with all the in-
formation we need about
volunteer training.
“A huge amount of work has
already gone into ensuring
volunteers are properly
trained to help all library

users. I’m certain that this
training would enable volun-
teers to provide an excellent
service. There are a lot of
people eager to begin running
their local library.”
A spokesperson for Warling-
ham Library said: “I am
pleased to say that Warling-
ham’s model overcomes
many of the objections, par-
ticularly as we will be engag-
ing a professional librarian
and Surrey will supplement
this with an additional 20% of
opening hours from their pro-
fessional team.  The volun-
teer team is looking forward
to helping Warlingham
achieve a thriving library and
will seek to broaden the range
of activities held at the li-
brary.”

The area around Caterham
offers excellent walking
among the attractive coun-
tryside of the North Downs.

Happy Valley and Farthing
Downs are popular walking
areas lying east of Cater-
ham-on-the-Hill and north
of Chaldon.

The hills and woodlands,
alive with birdsong and wild
flowers at this time of the
year, give the walker the
impression of being far
away from London and the
suburbs. The walk can also
be extended westwards to
Coulsdon or Kenley Common. 
There are large public car
parks in Ditchens Lane and
just behind The Fox pub in
Fox Lane, the perfect place
for refreshment after your
walk across the Downs!

An exciting new
start for The

The new carvery bar at The Village Inn.

On Sunday, 15th April The Vil-
lage Inn in Caterham-on-the-
Hill relaunched its restaurant
with a fabulous new Sunday
carvery and A La Carte menu.
During the course of the day
over 160 people dined in the
restaurant, including myself
and some family and friends.
When we arrived at 2pm the
restaurant and spacious bar
was full of families enjoying
the occasion while Steve Kirk,
the owner and the rest of his
team bustled around making
sure everyone was having a
good time. 
The food was perfect.  “Ten out
of ten,” and “The best carvery
I have ever had,” were two of
the compliments flying around
our table as we tucked in to
our steaming-hot roasts.  Our
plates were filled with roast
pork, turkey and beef with all
the trimmings and our choices
from a selection of ten differ-
ent vegetables. All the food at
The Village Inn is 100%
freshly prepared and cooked,

from the veges to the York-
shire puddings and the stuffing
- nothing had been cooked
from frozen.  There is no doubt
you can tell the difference, the
food was superb.  And we
could pop back for more veg-
etables if we wanted to - not
bad for under £10!  
We could not resist the tempt-
ing choice of desserts and be-
tween us we had the
Homemade Pecan Pie,  Home-
made Profiteroles, Eton Mess,
Ice Cream Trio and Home-
made Apple Crumble and
everyone thoroughly enjoyed
their choice. Throughout the
meal the service was excel-
lent.
My mother is always on the
lookout for new venues to visit
with her lunch club so I revis-
ited the restaurant a few days
later so we could try out the A
La Carte menu. 
The food was of a very high
standard, cooked by the
restaurant’s top chef and
beautifully presented.  I
started with the Prawn and
Smoked Salmon Cocktail and
Mum had the Baked Camem-
bert with Apple and Walnuts
which she said was “lovely and
soft and runny and nice to
have the crispy nuts against

the soft cheese”. 
For our main course we had a
choice of traditional home
cooked Main Dishes, Steaks
and Grills, Salad Platters and
Vegetarian.   Mum opted for
the Grilled Chicken and Bacon
Salad and I had one of the
Main Dishes, the Beef Welling-
ton.  I was surprised to be
asked how I like my beef and
when it was served the beef
was medium rare, just how I
like it and beautifully tender.  It
was enclosed in a delicate lat-
tice of pastry with a wonderful
red wine and raspberry sauce
and served with vegetables
and chips. 
Steve and his new business
partners, John, Janine and
Simon have been working hard

to seriously address the issues
arising out of the Friday and
Saturday late-night opening
until 2am.  Since April the pub
has been closing two hours
earlier, at midnight instead of
2am which has made a great
improvement.  From 1st May
the pub will be for over 21s
only after 6pm, a rule that will
be strictly enforced.  Families
with children will still be
warmly welcomed to the
restaurant.  
Why not pop along and see the
difference for yourself?  The
new Village Inn is set to be-
come a great local hot spot for
families.

She then worked as a gap
year student at Oakhyrst
Grange School in Cater-
ham and is now reading
for a BSc(Hons) in Sport
Development at the Uni-
versity of Wales Institute
in Cardiff. Kay now plays
for Bristol as well as her
university.
