Warlingham celebrates 21
years of Blanchman’s Farm
On Saturday September
29th a celebration took
place to mark 21 years as a
nature reserve  for Blanch-
man’s Farm, Warlingham.
Back in 1991 the area was
under threat from a poten-
tial housing development
but was rescued and made
into a community wildlife
area for all to enjoy.  
Around 300 people includ-
ing many children attended
the birthday celebration.
They enjoyed pond dipping,
bug hunts, guided tours
around the site as well as
children’s craft activities.
There were displays

showing how the site has
been developed over the
21 years including ‘then’
and ‘now’ pictures.  Many
were visiting for the first
time and were amazed at
how large the area is.
Cllr. David Hodge, Leader
of Surrey County Council,
and Cllr. Sakina Bradbury,
Chairman of Tandridge Dis-
trict Council, both attended
and spoke in support of the
work done by everyone on
the Nature Reserve,
committee and volunteers,
and the importance of hav-
ing such facilities in the
area. Alex Baxter-Brown,

chairman of the Blanch-
man’s Farm Nature Re-
serve management
committee and project
manager at Downlands
Countryside Management
Project, also spoke, de-
scribing how the Down-
lands Project provides the
essential expertise for the
maintenance and manage-
ment of the area. They
then cut the 21st birthday
cake and free refreshments
were available all after-
noon.

Salt stockpiled ready

for winter
Salt stocks have swelled to
16,000 tonnes as Surrey
County Council prepares to
tackle ice and snow this win-
ter.
The stockpile is double the
salt needed in an average
Surrey winter and 60% more
than was used to keep the
county moving last season.
The huge heap is also more
than enough to see Surrey
through a winter similar to
2010/11, which gripped
Britain with the worst
weather for more than 30
years.
John Furey, Surrey County
Council’s Cabinet Member for
Transport and Environment,
said: “We have more than
enough salt to see us
through an average winter,
with enough spare to deal
with bouts of very severe
weather. On top of this, our

stocks will be replenished as
we use them, which all adds
up to Surrey being better
prepared than ever to tackle
ice and snow this winter.
“We’ll be working around the
clock to keep Surrey moving,
but the reality is we can’t
treat every road in Surrey.
This is why we’re working
with farmers, district and bor-
ough councils and asking

residents to play their part in
helping to tackle ice and
snow.”
Last winter the county coun-
cil treated an extra 107 miles
of road and this will continue
this winter. A review of grit-
ting routes has led to im-
provements which means the
council’s 39 gritting lorries
can spend more time treating
roads and less time travelling
to and from depots to pick up
salt.
An army of 51 farmers will
support the winter operation
by clearing roads in more
rural areas.

Tandridge residents
send more to be
recycled than to
landfill 

Congratulations
to Sam and Nicky

In the second week of the
new recycling and waste
service Tandridge residents
sent more to be recycled
than to landfill for the first
time, increasing recycling
rates to more than 50%.
The figures for the second
week were:
• Almost 58 tonnes of food
waste were collected, di-
verted from landfill and will
be recycled into fertiliser
and used to create electric-
ity for people’s homes;
• Almost 165 tonnes of
mixed recycling were col-
lected, diverted from landfill
and sent to be recycled into
new and useful products in-
cluding new tins and cans,
new paper and cardboard
products and new plastic
containers;
• Just under 191 tonnes of
general waste were col-
lected and sent to landfill.
Councillor Tony Elias, Chair-
man of the Community
Services Committee, which
is responsible for the new
recycling and waste service,
said: “A big thank you to

our residents for using the
new service – we are ex-
pecting these recycling
rates to increase and land-
fill rates to go down.”
The Recycling Team is re-
minding residents to:
•  Put all their food waste,
recycling or general waste
out for collection by 6am on
their collection day;
•  Put their food waste and
recycling at the edge of
their property, general
waste is collected from be-
tween the back door and
the edge of property;
•  Only use compostable
bags in the food caddies – a
list of local suppliers is
available on www.tan-
dridge.gov.uk/bags. Local
shops supplying com-
postable food caddy bags
can be added to this list by
contacting the Council.
Anyone not sure about their
collection days or dates can
look them up on www.tan-
dridge.gov.uk/collection-
dates.
Work is continuing to help
residents who live in flats to
arrange recycling facilities
suitable for their particular
circumstances.  For more

begin in January 2013 and will
also last for approximately two
weeks.  The car park will re-
main open during the ground-
works and construction
phases.
After the presentation,
Whyteleafe Village Coun-
cillor and Tandridge Dis-
trict Councillor Tom
Dempsey said:  “I think we
all appreciate the fact that
parking is an issue in

Whyteleafe and the addi-
tional spaces in the car
park are welcome.  How-
ever, my concern is for
how the local residents wil
be affected by the increase
in traffic. The situation is
not idyllic as it is, espe-
cially at peak times and I
hope the traffic consulta-
tion by Surrey County
Council takes place as soon
as possible.”  

On Monday 8th October,
Andrew Latimer, the Imple-
mentation Project Manager
for Southern Railway, gave
a presentation to Whyte-
leafe Village Council about
the forthcoming extension
to Upper Warlingham Sta-
tion car park.  
The car park currently has
155 spaces and this number
will increase to 245 in the
New Year, thanks to the ad-
dition of 90 new spaces.  An
upper level to the existing
car park will be constructed
accessed by a single ramp.  
Andy explained how the
traffic going up and down
the ramp will be controlled
by traffic lights that will be
phased to meet the access
and exit requirements at
different times of the day.  
The groundworks are sched-
uled for commencement in
December and will last for ap-
poximately two weeks.  The in-
stallation of the tubular steel
modules and Glass Reinforced
Plastic panels that will make up
the new car park level will

Oasis Academy
students ask
Minister to help
‘Stop the Traffik’
On Thursday 18th October,
Edward Timpson MP, Parlia-
mentary Under Secretary of
State for Children and Fami-
lies visited sixth form stu-
dents at the Oasis Academy
Coulsdon.

Year 12 student, Ryan Bridge
said:  “I didn’t realise it hap-
pened so much on our very
own doorstep.” 
Academy Head Girl, Sophie
Hack, suggested that Stop
the Traffik and the govern-
ment could make  more use

of social media to raise
awareness amongst young
people and this media could
also be used to help fundraise
to support victims.  
Students at Oasis Academy
Coulsdon have raised more
than £3,000 over a three
year period for Stop the Traf-
fik and Jenny Butcher, Assis-
tant Head of Sixth Form who
coordinates STT fundraising
told Mr Timpson that the
money raised by the Acad-
emy has helped provide an
education for two young traf-
ficking victims in Zimbabwe. 
Mr Timpson praised the
Academy students for their

creative fundraising ideas
and said that Academy staff
had been ‘fantastic’ in em-
bedding support.  
He said:  “This is something
that we would encourage all
schools to take a direct inter-
est in.  Everyone should work
together so that if someone is
a victim immediate action is
taken and support given.   In
the government, we now
have a proper strategy and
we regularly review our
progress to make sure we are
fulfilling our aims.”

Plantaholic

With frost warnings echoing
in my ear, I am trying to be
very single-minded in my
tasks this month. I can’t re-
ally relax until all tender
plants are in the (just) frost-
free greenhouse. I’ve also
made a start on putting the
best dahlias into the garage.
They have been cut back,
soil removed, wrapped in
newspaper, and placed up-
side down in my bargain
shoe hangers. It worked
brilliantly last year, so fin-
gers crossed! I also placed
bags of un-opened horse
manure on some very large
dahlias that I left in the gar-
den. These acted as a
duvet, and were in just the
right place in early summer
to bulk up the soil so that it
was nice and rich - just
what dahlias love! True, the
bags do not look good. So
having a large garden, the
ones out of sight are more
likely to get treated this
way.
The garden is still ablaze
with colour, these are some
of my favourites:-

Cyclamen Hederifolium.
They are smaller than the
persicum which are every-
where at this time of year
but are not hardy.
Aster(Michaelmas Daisy), my
favourite is Aster Frikartii
Monch which starts flowering
in July and is still beautiful.
Schizostylis Coccinea, like a
small gladioli, that glows
through October and No-
vember.
Liriope Muscari – they have
evergreen grassy leaves,
and produce lilac grape hy-
acinth type flowers, a tidy,
easy plant that should be
used more often.
The poisonous Monkshood,
their rich blue flowers are
stunning amongst the tall
grasses, which are inter-
spersed with the self-seed-
ing Verbena Bonariensis.
All we need now is some
late sunshine!
