Take the plunge
with Croy-Tech
Sub Aqua Club

My daughter Jenny and I went along
to the Royal Russell School in
Coombe Lane, Croydon recently to
take part in a ‘Try Dive’ session with
Croy-Tech Sub Aqua Club. The club
meets at the school’s indoor pool
every Monday evening to practise
diving and plan their excursions into
open water when the warmer
weather arrives.

Non-members can try out the sport
by booking a two-hour visit on a
Monday evening. When Jenny and I
arrived we were introduced to the
members and taken through to the
pool to be shown the diving equip-
ment and have the safety procedures
explained to us by club chairman,
Daniel Golberg. We then put on our
swimming costumes and a t-shirt and
were helped into our dive kits. The
heavy kits comprised our dive jack-
ets that held the breathing aparatus,
air guage, pressure vessel containing
compressed air and other essential
equipment. We then put on our
masks and carefully climbed down
the steps into the pool before putting
the enormous fins on our feet.
Jenny and I then fully submerged to
practise breathing underwater before
venturing off for a swim, closely su-
pervised by the experts of course. To

start with I did not know what to do
with my arms as I normally bob
along doing breast-stroke in the
water but Daniel explained that you
keep your arms by your side and let
your legs propel you through the water.
Learning to control the depth of our
swim and manoeuvre around the
pool was thoroughly enjoyable. We
spent a good hour in the pool and af-
terwards I felt exhilarated and very
proud of myself. It was enormous
fun and I recommend everyone
should give diving a try!

The club has its own boat moored at
Brighton Marina which they use at
different locations where interesting
wrecks and rocky coastlines can be
explored.

The latest OFSTED report for Hillcroft
Primary School in Caterham-on-the-
Hill has concluded that it is a good
school that has improved significantly
since the last inspection.

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Diary of a
Plantaholic

by Sue Baines

At this time of year a job in
time saves nine! Every-
thing is on the move, pests
as well as the plants. Pri-
oritising work, bearing in
mind that we can still have
heavy frosts or snow, is
important. Hardy annuals
like Love In A Mist, Corn-
cockle, and Cornflower to
name just a few, should be
fine, just broadcast on
finely raked soil. Some of
mine had set seed last
year, saving me a job.
Half-hardy seeds need to
be protected until the dan-
ger of frost is over.

Some of our large plants
have been moved on into
larger pots, a good job for
the spring, as they have
the whole season ahead to
grow on. If the plant is a
standard or at all top
heavy, it is worth using a
heavy container, and soil
based compost. I use a

John Innes number 3 as it
has longer lasting proper-
ties than number 2. Multi

plant is unlikely to blow
over, but a long-life fer-
tiliser will need to be
added.

I am planning to cut back
the Hydrangeas. The
flower heads have been
left on, as they are sup-
posed to protect the new
buds through winter. I
usually take out any old,
weak and crossing stems,
and then cut back from the
old flower head down the
stem to the first strong
pair of buds. I give them
all a long-life feed too.
The lawn has had its first
brief rake, and looks so
much better. Feeding will
start once it is growing
strongly. I am tired, but
happy. I love spring!

Dear Editor

Many of our local personalities
have been profiled in local his-
tory records, such as those of
the Bourne Society, and in
local newspapers. There is one
such person, who, as far as [
know, has never been so fea-
tured even though his sur-
name is displayed prominently
in the district and is known na-
tionally. He is Oliver R
Croudace.

My late wife, Mavis, was his
secretary for a time in the late
1950s. The offices were above
Mr Glidden's Craft Shop in
Godstone Road, Caterham Val-
ley. There was also an associ-
ated firm of estate agents,
Croudace & Walker, in the
same building as well as an ar-
chitect, Mr Wicks.

I understood that Mr
Croudace, known to his friends
as ‘Nollie’, headed a small
building firm employing three
or four craftsmen on a casual
basis. I heard that he occa-
sionally did his own labouring.
I was acquainted with Mr
Croudace and drew some
plans for him. I remember him
as a big, genial man who could
be seen around the Caterham
district driving his enormous
Oldsmobile open tourer - ap-
propriate to his stature.

It is some years since Oliver R

died. I wonder whether
amongst your readers there is
anyone who has sufficient in-
formation to compile an article
on him? Perhaps they would
contact me if they have.

Harold Barrett sadly passed
away on 7th February. He
was born in Caterham in 1923
where he lived all his life. He
was very active in the com-
munity and interested in
many aspects of life in the
local area. He was also quite
a prodigious writer of articles
and letters to various publica-
tions over the vyears. The
above letter is the last letter
he wrote just before he died
and it was his wish that his
son Keith should forward it to
The Caterham and District In-
dependent for publication.
