Try some exotic
Persian cuisine

at ‘Little Paradise’

Review by Julia Church

The residents of Caterham
have been spoilt for choice
when dining out, with a great
variety of restaurants serving
food to suit all tastes, from tra-
ditional Sunday roasts to spicy
curries. Last month the choice
was extended to include Per-
sian cuisine with the opening of
‘Little Paradise’ at 66 Croydon
Road. I feel we are quite priv-
ileged - not every small town
has an exotic Persian restau-
rant in their town centre!

Little Paradise is the first Per-
sian restaurant I have ever vis-
ited and I was looking forward
to experiencing something new
on my visit with my son An-
drew.

We received a very warm wel-
come from Kewan, the owner
of Little Paradise and restau-
rant manager Matin. We soon
forgot all about the freezing
weather outside as we relaxed
in the comfortable surround-
ings and perused the menu.
The menu has a wonderful
choice of very reasonably-

priced starters and mains, in-
cluding a good selection of
vegetarian dishes.

Matin served us with the Sini
Mazeh Selection’ to start with -
five different dips including a
wonderful  combination of
aubergines and onions in yo-
ghurt and the more familiar
Houmous made with mashed
chick peas, garlic and lemon
juice. The dips came with
lovely Iranian bread -called
‘Lavash’.

The Persian main courses in-
cluded kebabs,

stews such as
Bamieh’, sliced lamb with okra
cooked in tomato sauce and
garlic served with rice (£7.50).
We had an impressive Mixed
Grill for two people (£22.99)
with  boneless  marinated
chicken, minced kebab and
pieces of lamb served with rice
and salad and grilled tomato.
When the dish was served it
was a feast for the eyes and
when we tucked in the meat
was tender and beautifully
flavoured.

Our Persian experience ended
with superb pistachio ice cream
with what I thought was dessi-
cated coconut on top but was
in fact Iranian noodles,
flavoured with rose water,
dreamy!
