Residents’ ‘Green Corridors’
project provides new trees for
local avenues
On Saturday 13th April five
new trees were planted in
Manor Avenue and Park Av-
enue in Caterham-on-the-
Hill as a result of a local
fundraising project called
‘Green Corridors’ to replace
old and dead trees in the
roads.  
After nearly a year of dia-
logue with Surrey County
Council the cost quoted by
the council proved to be too
expensive so the residents
clubbed together to pur-
chase the trees themselves
making a significant saving.
Manor Avenue resident,
Mary Mountain, said: “The
trees are costing us £90
each to plant which is signif-

icantly less than the £295
quoted by Surrey County
Council.  Caterham-on-the-
Hill Parish Council have
helped us by covering the
indemnity insurance.”
The first tree to be planted
was a Rowan outside the
home of Monica Harwood in
Manor Avenue.
Monica said: “Years ago there
used to be a gorgeous cherry
tree here but that came down
during a storm so I am de-
lighted to have a new tree out-
side my house at last!”
The residents hope to get
some funding so they can
continue their ‘Green Corri-
dors’ project with more new
trees.

Revised planning 
application submitted
for proposed Lidl store
A second planning application
has been made by Lidl to Croy-
don Planning Department to
build a 1,000 sq ft store on the
site of the former Good Com-
panions pub at Hamsey Green.
Local residents are concerned
that whilst changes have been
made to the building design, a
number of concerns have not
been addressed, such as the in-
creased traffic volume a super-
market would bring and the
road safety issues relating to
the thousands of children that
attend Hamsey Green Primary
and Warlingham Secondary
Schools. Residents are also con-
cerned about the impact a new
supermarket would have on the
local stores and post office.
Warlingham resident, Paul Red-
ington who lives in Crewes Lane
said: "We simply do not need
another supermarket, nor the
traffic congestion it will bring.
Croydon Council needs to listen
to its taxpayers, and to neigh-
bouring Surrey residents who
will be adversely affected by
this unnecessary development".

Plantaholic

Sue Baines.

Help, I’ve run out of space!
Such a stop-start season has
meant that I have not
moved on the more hardy
plants and mostly have kept
the greenhouse doors
closed. This has resulted in
drawn, very soft growth,
with greenfly taking full ad-
vantage. I have had to use a
bug gun on several occa-
sions. Erratic weather can be
quite damaging - a sudden
heatwave after a very cold
spell means nothing has ac-
climatised.  It is the same
for us I guess, although I am
not complaining, even if the
plants do!
During inclement weather I
try to organise as much as
possible. Trips to the garden
centre to stock up on every-
thing I need in the coming sea-
son always saves lots of time,
and often I get a bargain too.
The ponds have been
cleaned before the 50 (last
year) courting couples de-
posit their frogspawn. They
seem late this year too. They
obviously don’t like the cold,
but hopefully the wet sum-

mer should have suited
them.
Tidying up has continued
and we have made a start on
the evergreen hedges and
topiary. It is surprising just
how much they have grown
with such copious amounts
of rain, compared to other
years.
One of the warmer days saw
Geoff checking the soak hoses
which we installed for last year
and then could not use. They
are still very visible, but within
two months they will have dis-
appeared completely. We
needed four new connectors
which isn’t too bad. Last year
the foxes were fascinated with
them, and included them in
their diet, as part of their five
a day!

Wapses Lodge Roundabout
A local history article by Ruth Sear
This wonderful structure
on the border of Caterham
and Whyteleafe on the A22
opened on May 1st 1939
with no formal opening
ceremony. Known as
‘Britain’s first elevated traf-
fic island’ the roads that
converge on it are the
same level. Surrounded by
a concrete ‘crash barrier’
wall, ramparts mark en-
trances to pedestrian sub-
ways which lead to a
hollow central space within
the middle. The concrete
inner wall has foundations
six feet thick.
Six roads lead from the
roundabout which has not
undergone any significant
change since its construc-
tion. The A22 by-pass,
built at the same time as
the roundabout, opened on
April 7th 1939. 
In September 1939 local
residents were concerned
that the roundabout and
by-pass would be visible to
the German air force as a
guiding landmark. After
the RAF expressed concern

the War Office ordered
camouflage which included
trees from Ashdown For-
est. During the war the
subways under the round-
about became air raid
shelters for the public. 
Why the name Wapses
Lodge? A building of that
name, between Godstone
Road and Succombs
Hill, was a lodge for a
private driveway (now

Woldingham Road) that
led to Marden Park. In
the 1841 Census the oc-
cupier of ‘Waps’s Lodge’
was an ostler who was
employed locally. The
most probable explana-
tion of the word ‘wapses’
is a derivation of the old
English word ‘wop’ mean-
ing tearful or weeping.
Water once welled from
the ground near Wapses
Lodge and joined the
nearby Bourne, and the
area was subject to
flooding over the cen-
turies.

When my cousin David
came down for a visit from
his home in Edinburgh re-
cently, I whisked him down
to Croydon Road in Cater-
ham Valley to experience ‘I
Sapori di Sorrento’, which
translates as ‘The flavour of
Sorrento’.  David loves Italy,
and as we soaked up the at-
mosphere of this lovely new
restaurant, David felt like he
had travelled a lot further
south than Surrey! 
Romeo and Marina Lanzetta
and their son Nino have
opened the restaurant to
bring authentic Italian cui-
sine to Caterham.  They
have years of experience of
preparing food for Italian
diners back home in Sor-
rento and decided to intro-
duce their style of cooking
to English diners and fortu-
nately for us, came to
Caterham!
As we browsed the menu,

Romeo recommended the
house red wine to have with
our meal - a deep red Sicilian
wine called ‘Nero D’Avola’. 
On tasting the wine, David
said: “I like a fairly dry,
heavy-bodied wine and that
has hit the spot!”
There was a good selection
of starters and David chose
‘Calamari fritti’ (squid fried
in batter) while I chose the
‘Prawns Alla Diavola’
(prawns in a garlic, chilli,
wine and tomato sauce).  
David said his Calamari was
lovely and not at all chewy
and my prawns were won-
derful.  The sauce was su-
perb and came with crusty
bread to soak it up with.
The chilli gave the sauce a
slight kick but it was by no
means too hot.  
For our main courses, I tried
