Council Chief Executive 
thing we need to do is
look at the existing busi-
nesses we have in the
area.  We need to try and
maximise the number of
local job opportunities for
young people, so they
don't have to join the
commuters that travel to
London each day to work.”  
The subject of local plan-
ning issues was raised at
the meeting and Louise
explained that more work
is being done in that area,
especially with the cre-
ation of the Neighbour-
hood Plan by the CR3
Forum.  The research
done by the Forum's
Steering Group has re-
vealed information that is
vital with regard to plan-
ning for the future.  For
example their research
has revealed that in Tan-
dridge,  the over-65s rep-
resent 18% of the
population and this figure
will rise to 32% by the
year 2020.  Their studies

also highlight the impor-
tant issues of alcohol de-
pendency and obesity as
many boroughs and dis-
tricts in Surrey feature
high in the national rank-
ings.  The research will
help TDC plan the best
way to tackle these issues
before they become a
more serious problem in
Tandridge.  Inspired by
the work of the CR3
Forum, other parishes in
Tandridge are also starting
work on their own Neigh-
bourhood Plans.  
When the subject of the
derelict Rose & Young show-
room in Croydon Road,
Caterham Valley was raised,
Louise said:  “The council is
following the route of carry-
ing out a Compulsory Pur-
chase Order, but it is not a
simple thing to do and to be
successful it needs the sup-
port of other parties to
make sure the site is devel-
oped in a suitable way.”
Before the meeting ended, a
presentation of a bouquet of
flowers was made to Cllr.
Sarah Burningham who is
stepping down as Chairman
of Caterham-on-the-Hill
Parish Council.  Cllr. Chris Bot-
ten will be taking over as the
new Chairman.

On Wednesday 14th May,
the Chief Executive of Tan-
dridge District Council at-
tended a Question and
Answer session at the
C a t e r h a m - o n - t h e - H i l l
Parish Council public
meeting, held in the West-
way Library.  
During the session, Louise
explained that the council
is having to provide serv-
ices with fewer and fewer
resources each year.  To
make sure the funds they
have are efficiently spent
they are cooperating with
Mole Valley and Reigate
and Banstead councils
over an increasing range
of services.  
With regard to economic
development in Tandridge,
Louise said:  “The first

On Tuesday 6th May, Cater-
ham Valley Parish Council held
it's Annual General Meeting in
The Soper Hall in Harestone
Valley Road, Caterham. The
Guest Speaker was Kevin
Hurley, the new Police and
Crime Commissioner for Sur-
rey.  During his talk he ex-
plained how his role involves
getting different agencies to
work together in partnership,
such as the Crown Prosecu-
tion Service, the courts, victim
support groups, Neighbour-
hood Watch groups, and local
councils to try and make
things better in Surrey. Kevin
also helps to establish priori-
ties for the police on behalf of
the public. 
Despite government cuts to
funding, Kevin said that reported
crime has gone down by 8% in
Surrey in the last year and ar-
rests have gone up by 8%. 
He said:  “We live in the
safest county in the country,
so I believe people here
should change their attitude
towards crime and talk about
a 'sense of safety' here in

Surrey, not a 'fear of crime'.
Following Kevin's speech the
council discussed other top-
ics, including the progress of
the Neighbourhood Plan and
the donations the council has
made during the last year.
These included sponsoring
prizes for the Caterham Hor-
ticultural Society Show and
the kit for the Old Cats Junior
Rugby Team. 
The meeting finished with
everyone present having the
chance to chat about the
evening's proceedings over
drinks and nibbles provided
by the parish council.

Diary of a

Plantaholic
by Sue Baines

Sue Baines.

‘Less is more’ - I understand
the concept but have never
been able to put it into prac-
tice and certainly not at this
time of year, when everything
seems to be doubling in size
each week. There will be even
less room as the Dahlias that
got started at the end of
March are being ‘hardened off’
outside, but always keeping
an eye on the weather. Being
under glass has produced soft
growth, and some of them
have distorted leaves, indicat-
ing that greenfly are present.
Sadly the bugs are increasing
just as quickly as the plants,
so  being vigilant is vital. 
Everything seems so far
ahead this year, and lots of
plants that usually get hit by
cold weather appear to have
sailed through. I was amazed
to see that the Hydrangeas
are already developing
strong flower buds, so I have
started feeding with tomato
fertiliser. The potash in this
encourages fruit and flowers
on most plants, not just
tomatoes, although they too

are starting to flower in the
greenhouse. Other vegeta-
bles in the greenhouse are
still too small for tomato feed
and are being potted-on
when the roots start to show
at the bottom of the pot. As
soon as I see flower buds
forming, they will also get a
tomato feed. It really does
make a difference, especially
if we get sunny weather too.
I’m still sowing seeds as I
have my first ‘Garden Open’
on 28/29th June, but hope-
fully another at the end of Au-
gust.  So I will need later
flowers and bulbs for the Au-
gust date, such as Gladioli
Green Goddess, and Plum
Tart, plus a few Galtonia and
Eucomis Sparkling Burgandy
(which has lovely maroon
leaves). These will go into
pots, to be dropped into the
border in late summer.

Community rallies tosupport flood victims
Businesses and residents in
Whyteleafe whose properties lie
close to the route of the Bourne
River are reeling from the effects of
the river finally bursting its banks
following weeks of heavy rain.  
The Environment Agency had is-
sued a flood alert for the Bourne
in mid-January, warning people
to prepare for possible flooding.
Despite the efforts of the local
council and the Enviornment
Agency to clear culverts and gul-
lies close to the Bourne, the level
of the groundwater-fed river con-
tinued to rise, finally flooding the
area in the first week of February.  
Within a very short time the A22

in Whyteleafe had to be closed
to traffic and back gardens and a
number of houses were flooded
along with several businesses.
To make matters worse, raw
sewerage burst through man-
hole covers to mix with the flood
water.  Godstone Road resident, Robert

Baynham, said:  “I am lucky be-
cause only my garden is flooded,
not my house, but there is sew-
erage floating around in my gar-
den and we cannot flush the
toilet when we need to.  Thames
Water have delivered Portaloos
for us to use but that’s not much
fun in the middle of the night.”

Other families have had to find
temporary accommodation after
evacuating their flooded proper-
ties.
In an effort to alleviate the im-
mediate distress caused to those
residents affected by the flood,
community leaders in Whyte-
leafe launched the 'Whyteleafe
Flood Appeal'.The vicar of St. Luke’s Church,

Reverend Tim Goode, said:
“Local people can see the suffer-
ing caused by the floods but feel
powerless to help in these situa-
tions. Making a donation will not
just help in a practical sense – it
will also send out a strong mes-
sage to the victims of the flood-
ing that their community cares
about them. We can act now to
do something to help them.”

Businesses count thecost of the flood by Julia Church
As the country slowly recoversfrom the worst floods in livingmemory, businesses in Whyte-leafe, Kenley and Woldinghamare counting the cost of the localdamage caused by the floodingof the Bourne River.  At its height, the flood water,contaminated with sewage, wasspilling into commercial premisesalong the A22, Godstone Road,and the road had to be closed forsix weeks, causing traffic chaos.  In order to alleviate the floodingin Whyteleafe and protect thewater treatment works in Ken-ley, huge dams were built in

Woldingham to hold the waterback in temporary lagoons.  Thecombination of flooding and en-gineering works resulted in theclosure of the Woldingham Roadin addition to the A22.  One of the Woldingham busi-nesses affected by the closure ofthe Woldingham Road wasKnights Garden Centre, that hadbeen gearing up for what shouldbe its busiest time of the year.Owner of Knights Garden Cen-tre, David Knight, said:  “Wehave been on this site for 43years and we employed 47 peo-ple but because of the flood we

have had to make two redun-dances and shorten the workinghours for our other staff.  We willsurvive, but we have to build thebusiness back up again.”Mr Knight said that the road sig-nage during the closure has nothelped matters.“Our customers can still get tous via Bug Hill in Warlinghambut Surrey Highways put a‘Road Ahead Closed’ sign at thetop of Bug Hill, which was mis-leading.  In the end we put upour own signs saying that ac-cess is still possible to KnightsGarden Centre, which hashelped things.  We are alsodoing superb ‘Road Closed’ of-fers for the customers who havemade the effort to get here.”Continued on page 2.

at Costa del Sol
Review by Julia Church

Costa del Sol in Whyteleafe is al-
ways a delightful restaurant to
visit and is a very popular hub
for the local community.  Joe the
owner and his wife Nelia provide
a warm and friendly welcome
and the food never disappoints.
When I visited the restaurant
recently with my sister Helen I
wondered how I would get on
there now that I am vegetarian.
It has been very interestiing to
compare how different restau-
rants cater for veggies.  The
Spanish love their meat and es-
pecially their fish and Costa del
Sol prides itself on its speciality,
paella, which has always been
my favourite.  So I was de-
lighted to see a vegetarian ver-
sion on the A La Carte menu.  It
honestly was delicious, with the
same, flavoursome rice as is in
the meat and fish versions, but
with broccolli, mushrooms, car-
rots, peppers and peas instead
of chicken and/or fish.  I am
amazed at how many lovely
new dishes I am discovering!

There are also plenty of meat-
free tapas dishes and starters,
and to start I chose the ‘Tres
Colores’ Avocado, Mozzarella
and Tomato. Helen had a tapas
dish to start with, the Prawns Pil
Pil, cooked in olive oil, chilli and
garlic, with no shells.  Helen
said that the prawns were
lovely and juicy with not too
much garlic - she could still
taste the prawns.  
While I tucked into my paella,
Helen had the Salmon Fresco,
which she chose to have grilled,
as her main course.  There is
also the option to have the
salmon poached.  It came
served with sautéed potatoes
and perfectly cooked, fresh veg-

etables and the salmon was a
lovely big portion.  
To accompany our meal we had
a very nice bottle of Torres Vina
Sol white wine.
