The new team are looking to
make the Soper Hall a suc-
cess as it stands, using im-
proved marketing and PR to
increase hall bookings and
profitability.
Beverley said:  “It is going
to be a challenge but I do
think the hall could be fur-
ther exploited, for example,
by using it as a wedding
venue and by holding more
events like quiz nights and
craft fairs etc.”
Speaking about the historic
value of the hall, new direc-
tor, Lorena Oberg, said:  “It
is one of the last historic
buildings left in this town
and I think it is important to
preserve Caterham’s her-
itage for our kids, otherwise
they will just be left with a
lot of new builds.   I feel that

the hall is commercially vi-
able but if it turns out not to
be then we will have to look
at other options.”
Accountant, Matthew Baker
added:  “We first need to go
through all the figures
closely to see exactly how
the finances stand then
take it from there.  It is no
good making a Grand Plan
for two years down the line
if we are going to run out of
money in six months.  How-
ever we do not believe
things are as bad as all that
and we are optimistic for
the future.”

After being told by BT Open-
reach last June that Super-
fast Broadband would not be
available to residents of
Hambledon Park and Yorke
Gate in Caterham-on-the-
Hill after all due to technical
problems, things are now
looking more hopeful follow-
ing the installation of a new
BT cabinet in nearby Money
Road. Local enquiries ap-
pear to indicate that the
new cabinet is for supplying
Superfast Broadband to
Yorke Gate and Hambledon
Park estates. However, nei-
ther BT or Surrey County
Council have officially con-
firmed this yet.
However, Surrey County
Council did respond to the
letter from Mr Jason Gordon
published in last month’s
edition of The Caterham and
District Independent.  
Mr Gordon wrote to com-
plain about the council

breaking its pledge to ‘not
forget anyone’ in their
£33,000,000 tax payer-
funded project to make Su-
perfast Internet
connections available to
everyone in Surrey.
In response, a BT
spokesperson said: “As our
Superfast Surrey pro-
gramme is subject to state
aid funding regulations, lo-
cations that were to be cov-
ered by the commercial
rollout were not included in
our plans, and this applied
to Mr Gordon's address.
When he contacted us in
March 2013 we explained

this and said BT would be
dealing with the matter, and
he does need to speak to
them. 
"There is no question of
profitability being an issue
for us as our programme is
not intended to make a
profit.  It is to bring faster
broadband to more than
84,000 homes in Surrey
that were not included in
the national commercial
roll-out, making Surrey the
best connected county in
the UK and boosting the
local economy by around
£30 million a year."
Commenting on the recent
activity by BT with regard to
Hambledon Park and Yorke
Gate Estates, local resident
Chris Windridge, ex-Chair-
man of the Caterham Com-
munity Partnership, said: "I
am delighted to see the
final BT and Surrey broad-
band upgrades on local
streets.  They have been re-
placing slow copper tele-
phone lines over a mile in
length to Hambledon and
Yorke Gate, with fibre and
copper as elsewhere, to
provide faster speeds.
While BT has been infuriat-
ingly difficult to get infor-
mation from, the evidence
is there to see now."

Man and woman

found guilty of

Thomas Cook

armed robbery

On Monday 15th Septem-
ber a man and woman
charged in connection with
an armed robbery against
Thomas Cook travel agent
in Croydon Road, Caterham
Valley last year were found
guilty following a trial at
Maidstone Crown Court.
David Bentley, 54, formerly
of Court Road in Orpington,
Kent was found guilty on
four counts of robbery and
four counts of possession
of a firearm. Justyna
Pietrzak, 28, of Palmer Av-
enue in Gravesend was
found guilty of four counts
of robbery.
The robbery took place at
around 2.40pm on Monday
8th July 2013 when several
members of staff were
threatened by Bentley with
what is believed to be a
firearm before he left the
store with over £15,000 in
cash and travellers
cheques. It is believed he
left Caterham in a car
which was waiting nearby

robbery took place last year, which has now ceased trading.

for him driven by Pietrzak.
Senior Investigating Officer,
Detective Inspector Sean
Kelly, said: "This was a ter-
rifying experience for all
those who were in the store
at the time of the robbery
and I hope the guilty ver-
dict goes some way to help
their recovery following the
incident.
"I would like to praise the
witnesses who bravely
stood and gave evidence
throughout the trial.  The
media also played a sig-
nificant role in this inves-
tigation. Within minutes
of the offence being com-
mitted local media helped

us circulate the image of
the man wanted in connec-
tion with the crime, warning
people to be on the look-out
for him. BBC Crimewatch
also assisted by featuring
the case a couple of weeks
later.
"Following the incident de-
tectives from East Surrey
CID worked closely with the
Kent and Essex Serious
Crime Directorate after in-
telligence suggested the of-
fenders could be
responsible for robberies in
their area too. It was as a
result of the Kent and Essex
investigation and partner-
ship working that we were

able to bring those respon-
sible to justice.”
Bentley has been remanded
in custody and Pietrzak

released on bail. They are
both due to be sentenced at
Maidstone Crown Court on
Friday 17th October.

Fireworks: A

nightmare for

pets
by Vet-on-the-Hill

Autumn is here, which
means the firework season
is nearly upon us again.
Whilst research has shown
that nearly half of pet
dogs are afraid of fire-
works, it is important not
to forget cats, horses and
small pets. Fear of fire-
works  in dogs can get
worse with time, and may
generalise to other loud
noises. If you think this is
happening, contact your
vet who will be able to
give you advice and, if
necessary,  refer you to a
qualified behaviourist.
Some tips for keeping pets
safe during fireworks  in-
clude walking your dog
earlier in the day, then
keeping dogs and cats in-
side, closing your curtains
and putting on the radio or
TV to help block out the
noise. Allow pets to hide if

they want; create a safe
den somewhere quiet
with some of your old
clothes and lots of blan-
kets. Encourage your pet
to use this with treats and
toys well before firework
night. Ask your vet about
pheromone  diffusers
which can help to reduce
stress. Do not punish
dogs for signs of fear, and
try not to fuss over them
either.  Make sure you re-
main calm yourself, and if
possible try and distract
them with a game or ac-
tivity.  
Small pets should be
given plenty of bedding to
hide in, and hutches
moved somewhere quiet
or partly covered with
blankets.

Diary of a

Plantaholic
by Sue Baines

Sue Baines

The ‘long goodbye’ has
started, beginning by rescu-
ing plants from an over-
crowded border, taking out
plants that are out of flower,
but which will come again
next year, and putting them
in as sunny a spot as possi-
ble. Some will be going under
cover,  some in a just frost–
free greenhouse, and the an-
nuals,  some of which were
sown in July, will stay put till
the frosts take them.
I grow a lot of my plants in
bottomless pots so as I re-
trieve them, I put outer pots
back over the bottomless ones
before winter storage. They
leave nice holes in the border
and into these I am starting to
put the same sized pots, con-
taining spring bulbs this time,
in new compost (or bulb fibre
would be just as good).   The
winter garden will never have
the same exuberance as the
summer garden, but by
choosing bulbs to flower at dif-
ferent times, should hopefully

give a bit of interest. I have
done this for quite a few
years now, and when the
spring bulbs finish, the sum-
mer replacements slot back
in,  although I usually add a
bit of long-life food too.
The pots are old florist buck-
ets, so get sold very
cheaply. Most of the bulbs
are in sight of the house
through winter as trips to
the bottom of the garden
are few and far between.
The little greenhouse is al-
most ready to take its winter
occupants. Only the tomatoes
are hanging on. The
aubergines (three in the end),
peppers (four) cucumbers
(12) and chillies are long
gone. It will get a thorough
clean inside and out, as light
is at a premium at this time of
year.

Caterham bids a fond

farewell to much-loved Andy
On Tuesday 9th September
hundreds of mourners packed
into St. Mary's Church in
Caterham-on-the-Hill for the
funeral of 58-year-old Cater-
ham resident, Andy Self who
passed away on Wednesday
20th August of Mesothelioma,
an asbestos-related disease.  
Born in Hammersmith on 30th
July 1956, Andy grew up in
and around Fulham and
Mitcham.  Andy married his
wife Mandy in 1980 and a few
years later they settled in
Caterham-on-the-Hill to raise
their three children, Kerry,
Harriet and Phil. 
The numbers of people at
Andy’s funeral reflected the
high regard in which he was
held in Caterham, where he
became enthusiastically in-
volved in serving the commu-
nity alongside running his
successful removals company,
Arnold and Self which he
started in 1986.  
Andy was a founder member
of the business networking
group, Caterham BNI and was
also Chairman and President
of Caterham Round Table,
Forty One Club, the Scouts

appointment committee and
the Freemasons where he was
a member of the Caterham
Lodge and Chapter.    Andy
was also a founder member of
the Caterham Festival Com-
mittee and helped to organise
the annual Caterham Round
Table Firework Display.  Each
November would find Andy in
the Caterham Dene Field
cheerfully helping to construct
the huge bonfire and assisting
in judging the winners of the
Build a Guy competition.  
As a member of the congrega-
tion of St. Mary’s Church, Andy
was both a sides-person and a
Eucharistic Minister.  
Following early retirement in
2008 after 22 years at Arnold
and Self, Andy spent more
time on charity fundraising
projects.  As a keen biker, one
of the biggest challenges he
undertook was a sponsored
5,000km motorcycle ride from
Paris to Dakar in Africa called
‘The Ultimate School Run’.
After months of training and a
gruelling fitness routine, on 1st
December 2008 Andy set off
on the trip, raising thousands
of pounds that were split

between Marden Lodge
School in Caterham and
Kulkochie St. Woolos School in
Banjul in The Gambia.
A dedicated family man, Andy
was thrilled when his daugh-
ter Harriet made him a proud
granddad when she gave birth
to a son, Marley Andrew in
2011.  
On Friday 14th March this
year, Andy’s tireless work  in
the community was recog-
nised with the Tandridge Dis-
trict Council Chairman’s
Award  ‘Community Cham-
pion 2014’ for outstanding
community volunteering.

The indifference of wild an-
imals to bad luck is prag-
matic. A case in point is this
tiny vixen, whom I first saw
as she crossed a busy main
road at night on a blind cor-
ner – she paused, staring
intently at me, oblivious to
my fears for her safety, and
trotted onwards. I did not
know then that she was
trespassing, and much less
her motives. It didn’t take
long for the resident foxes
on the near side of the road
to find her, however; the
night lit up with theatrical
screams in a bloodless but
dramatic lesson of land
ownership. That group
comprised a breeding pair
and two non-breeding vix-
ens – probably their daugh-
ters from previous seasons
– and she was most defi-
nitely not welcome. 
But back she came, night
after night, crossing that
dangerous road, risking

constant harassment from
the residents. On one occa-
sion, I even saw her flipped
upside down by an irate
resident vixen, but nothing
could deter her. As time
went by, it became obvious
she was feeding cubs on the
other side of the road, and
if her other problems
weren’t enough, she was
apparently alone; I never
saw a trace of her mate. 
But she survived. She is an
appropriate symbol of a
species that continues to
thrive despite the enormous
changes that people have
brought to the British land-
scape.
