Caterham commemorates
WWI Recruitment March
On Sunday 12th April, rep-
resentatives from the armed
forces, local uniformed
groups, members of the
public and a number of dig-
natories turned out in force
to commemorate the Cente-
nary of the historic WWI Re-
cruitment March that took
place on Wednesday 14th
April 1915.  
The event started with a
model aircraft flying display
in White Knobs Recreation
Ground in Godstone Road,
Caterham Valley at 1.30pm. 

By 2.30pm the parade had
assembled in the Recreation
Ground ready to march into
the town centre, led by the
1st Cinque Ports Corps of
Drums.  After halting briefly
by the old Drill Hall, the pa-
rade proceeded to the As-
prey Fountain where the
salute was taken, then on to
the United Reformed Church
in Harestone Valley Road.
Crowds of onlookers packed
the town centre to witness
the spectacle and cheer as
the parade marched by.

The march was co-ordinated
by Andy Parr MBE of the Or-
ganising Committee which
also included Andrew Ayling,
Billy Baynham, Ken Bolton,
Bob Evans, Gwyneth
Fookes, Roger Packham and
Jan Ward.
Tony Nash, stationed in the
middle of the roundabout,
provided the commentary
for the proceedings. 
Once everyone was as-
sembled outside the
United Reformed Church,
Roger Packham of the
Bourne Society welcomed
everyone and thanked them
for supporting the event,
followed by speeches by
other dignatories and a

minute’s silence.  
During her speech, Mary
Saaler, the President of the
Bourne Society, paid special
tribute to Gwyneth Fookes
of the Organising Commit-
tee, without whose vision
and determination the event

would not have happened.
Following the speeches,
those assembled gathered
inside the church for re-
freshments and to view an
exhibition.

It’s Caterham

Festival time!

Residents oppose

multi-million

pound redevelop-

ment proposal for

Harestone Hill

On Wednesday 8th April, resi-

dents of Harestone Hill and neigh-

bouring roads in Caterham Valley

packed the Soper Hall for the

meeting of Caterham Valley

Parish Council. The residents at-

tended to protest about a planning

application submitted by Cheam

based property developers, Turn-

bull Land. The proposed develop-

ment would involve demolishing

the two large bungalows currently

owned by Caterham Valley Parish

Councillor, Margaret Dean and

70’s pop star, Tina Charles, in

Harestone Hill and replacing them

with a block of 19 two-bedroomed

and three one-bedroomed flats. At

the start of the meeting Cllr. Dean

absented herself from the first

agenda item due to her having a

personal interest in the planning

application to be discussed.

Local resident, Russell Houghton,

was the first to stand up and speak

for three minutes when he ex-

pressed his concerns about the

removal of privacy and light for ex-

isting residents should the pro-

posed development go ahead.  He

said that the development would

not be in keeping with the area

and with just 1.4 car parking

spaces allocated per flat, Hare-

stone Hill would be “flooded with

cars” causing a restriction in the

carriageway.  Russell also pointed

out that the development would

create a precedent for the area

which flouts the Harestone Valley

Design Guidance adopted by Tan-

dridge District Council in 2010

which states that any development

must be in keeping with the area.

Russell concluded by requesting

the Parish Council’s support in ob-

jecting to the scheme.

Following further expressions of

concern from members of the pub-

lic, Caterham Valley Parish Coun-

cillor, Jackie Servant,  stood up on

behalf of her fellow councillors and

explained that they would be ob-

jecting to the development for the

reasons that are supported gener-

ally by Tandridge District Council

Core Strategy policies CSP18

(Character and Design) and CSP

19 (Density) and, more specifi-

cally, by the Harestone Valley De-

sign Guidance.  

Cllr. Servant then went into more

detail about the different reasons

for their objections with regard to

Character, Over-development,

Parking Provision, Parking and

Frontage, Impact of Buildng Mass

and Sewerage and Drainage.

After stating the objections the au-

dience applauded Cllr. Servant

and Helen Hammer thanked her

for reviewing the Planning Applica-

tion in such detail.

Cllr. Mick Lincoln then endorsed

what Cllr. Servant had said by re-

assuring everyone present that

the Parish Counci would be ob-

jecting to the application in the

“strongest possible way”.

Speaking afterwards about the ap-

plication, Tandridge District  Coun-

cillor for Harestone Ward, Cllr.

Beverley Connolly, said:  “We are

absolutely unhappy about the ap-

plication.  The Harestone Valley

Design Guidance is all about pre-

serving the trees and greenery in

the area and we do not want great

big blocks of concrete.  Of course

we have to have development but

it has to be the right development

in the right place.  If this goes to

the Planning Committee then one

person representing the residents

can stand up and make our case

and I am very happy to see so

many local people standing up

and stamping their feet about this

proposal.”

Speaking with regard to the anger

expressed by some residents at

the fact that one of their  parish

councillors, Cllr. Margaret Dean,

was involved in the redevelop-

ment scheme, Surrey County

Councillor for Caterham Valley,

Sally Marks said:  “A parish coun-

cillor is a voluntary role; council-

lors occasionally have to declare

a prejudicial, pecuniary or per-

sonal interest and there are clear

guidelines to follow which,

amongst other things, insist that

they absent themselves from any

related discussion or decision. As

far as I know Margaret Dean has

followed these guidelines entirely

properly. It is worth mentioning

perhaps that Mrs Dean has been

a hard working and effective

parish councillor over quite a few

years. For the record, however, I

am very much against this partic-

ular planning application for many

reasons, not least its inappropri-

ateness for this area.”

Sue Baines

With everything in the gar-
den looking more alive
than dead, and growing
fast, I need to think about
supporting the new growth.
It always remains the job I
ought to have done earlier,
so this year I am making it
a priority. If I leave it too
much longer all the gaps
will fill and access becomes
very precarious, both for
me and the plants!
I have started to feed a lot
more now. Bulbs respond
really well to a mixture of
tomato feed and ‘Miracle
Gro’, but any liquid feed
would work. Hyacinths re-
spond particularly well,
and after several feeds,
have nice full heads the
following year.  Those
missed look more like blue-
bells but are still pretty.
Using  the ‘feeder’ on the
end of the hose would
make it easier, but I like to
cosset individuals, and
check they are not ailing at
the same time.  
It is also time to divide

grasses, and I must re-
member to dig out the
snowdrops too, because
they will soon disappear.
I always try and sow my
beans from mid April on-
wards. I just put them in a
little damp multi purpose
soil that remains at the
bottom of the bag. These
stay on the greenhouse
floor. I will check them
each day, to ensure mice or
slugs are not devouring
them. Once they start to
root I then pot them up in-
dividually and put them
somewhere they can be
‘fleeced over’ should  frost
threaten. This usually
works well. I always sow
many more than I need, as
some years the fox is very
destructive once they  are
in the vegetable bed.
