Board celebrates as Soper
Hall gets license to hold
wedding ceremonies
The Soper Hall Community
Centre Ltd. (‘SHCCL’)  Board
is delighted to announce that
the Soper Hall in Harestone
Valley Road, Caterham, is
now licensed as a wedding
venue. This news means that
couples who would prefer to
have a non-religious service
can be married at this histor-
ical building in the centre of
Caterham.
Built in 1911 as offices for

agreed to transfer owner-
ship of the building to
SHCCL for use as a commu-
nity facility.
Chairman of SHCCL, Coun-
cillor Beverley Connolly,
said:  “The Board of Direc-
tors of SHCCL are absolutely
thrilled that we now have
our wedding license. It has

been one of our aims ever
since we took over the man-
agement of the hall and we
are so happy that we will
now have local couples get-
ting married in our beautiful
heritage building. 
“The Hall is  well linked to rail
and road networks and can
seat up to 120 people in glo-
rious wood panelled sur-
roundings. Indeed, this
means that you can get mar-
ried and have your reception
all at the same location!”

North Tandridge

residents voice

their concerns

over Local Plan
February saw hundreds of
concerned residents of Cater-
ham, Chaldon, Whyteleafe
and Warlingham attending
public meetings to voice their
concerns over the first draft of
Tandridge District Council’s
Local Plan.  The consultation
period for the Local Plan
ended on Friday 26th Febru-
ary, giving residents the op-
portunity to have their say on
important local planning mat-
ters included in the Local Plan
and its corresponding techni-
cal assessment documents.  
One of the first meetings took
place at Chaldon Village Hall
on Saturday 6th February.
An estimated 310 people
packed the hall and neigh-
bouring St. Peter and St. Paul
School, which had a live video
stream of the proceedings.
Chaldon Village Council
hosted the meeting in re-
sponse to the local outcry at
the village being identified as
having ‘developable’ land with
an Estimated Site Yield of
1,315 new homes on Green
Belt land in the Local Plan. 
Tandridge District Council’s
Chairman of Planning Policy,
Cllr. David Weightman, was
the main speaker at the
meeting.  In response to the
residents concerns he ex-
plained that as part of the
plan making process the gov-
ernment requires local coun-
cils to do a ‘Call for Sites’ and
the Green Belt sites are part

of that process.  Any sites put
forward by landowners that
are in the Green Belt have to
be considered along with all
the other sites.  Cllr. Weight-
man emphasised the impor-
tance of residents taking part
in the Consultation in order to
give sound reasons why sites
identified in the Local Plan are
unsuitable for development.
He said:  “It is an ongoing
Plan and the council is only at
the first stage.  It will take
until at least the end of 2017
to complete the process and
there will be more consulta-
tion with the residents before
the council makes any deci-

sions.”
Other speakers at the meet-
ing included Surrey County
Councillor for Caterham-on-
the-Hill, John Orrick, Chair-
man of the CR3 Forum, Cllr.
Geoff Duck and local resident,
Andy Tindall.
On Friday 12th February,
residents packed Hillcroft
School hall in Caterham-on-
the-Hill to hear representa-
tives of the CR3 Forum
explain how the CR3 Neigh-
bourhood Plan will help to in-
fluence future planning
decisions made by Tandridge
District Council (see article
on page 3).  

On Monday 15th February,
Cllr. David Weightman re-
peated his reassurances
about the Local Plan at a
lively Question and Answer
session at the Soper Hall in
Caterham, organised by
Caterham Valley Parish
Council. 
The Portley Residents Al-
liance and Hambledon Park
residents also formed two
smaller action groups within
Caterham to help raise
awareness of development
issues in their neighbour-
hood, following the publica-
tion of the Local Plan.
In their official response to
Question 4 of the Local Plan
Consultation,  Caterham-on-
the-Hiil Parish Council
stated: “We conclude that,
while the 'deliverable' or 'de-
velopable' housing site fig-
ures within the Parish seem
relatively low, large sites
close to the Parish boundary
entail that over 40% of the
prospective future allocation
within the District would be
located within or bordering

Ca te rham-on - the -H i l l
Parish. Our comments on
HELAA Appendix 3 indicate
that many of these site allo-
cations would be vigorously
opposed by the PC and, no
doubt, by adjoining Parish
Councils, local groups and
residents.”
All the comments submitted
to the recent Local Plan
Consultation can be viewed

On Friday 12th February, Caterham-on-
the- Hill Parish Council held a public meet-
ing at Hillcroft School, Chaldon Road,
attended by members of the CR3 Forum,
who were speaking about the Neighbour-
hood Plan.  Due to the widely-held con-
cern felt locally over Tandridge District
Council’s Local Plan the school hall was
full, with standing room only.   
Parish Council Chairman, Chris Botten,
explained that the meeting was being
held to launch the first draft of the new
Neighbourhood Plan that covers Cater-
ham, Chaldon and Whyteleafe, which is a
much more positive story for local people.
The Neighbourhood Plan has been pro-
duced by local residents and volunteers
working on behalf of the four parish coun-
cils and is about the issues and priorities
for the CR3 area. Once finally approved it
will have legal standing and give local
people a greater say in the planning
process. It covers topics such as business
and employment, health and education,
housing, leisure and community, natural
environment and heritage, and transport.
The framework and policies it sets out will
help shape the future of our communities.
Geoff Duck, District Councillor for Queens
Park ward and Chair of the CR3 Forum,
urged everyone to support the Neigh-
bourhood Plan and to submit their com-
ments on local priorities during the public
consultation period that runs until Satur-
day 16th April. The volunteers want to

Caterham resident and CR3 Forum
Steering Group member, George Dennis,
said:  “Tandridge District Council’s Local
Plan has caused upset and anxiety, with
its suggestion of building on our remain-
ing Green Belt. The launch of the new
Neighbourhood Plan at Hillcroft was
much more positive. It is by local people,
for local people, about local priorities. The
Neighbourhood Plan gives us an alterna-
tive at last. Our communities can have
more say in their own future. Everyone
should get behind it.”

Get your dog

microchipped!

There are many benefits to
having your dog (and cat)
microchipped, but from the
6th April 2016, it will be com-
pulsory for all dogs in Eng-
land to be microchipped.
Pups must be microchipped
by eight weeks of age. Own-
ers will also be required to
keep their details up to date,
and register the details of any
new owner before a dog is
sold or given away. 
A microchip is a tiny elec-
tronic chip (about the size of
a grain of rice), which is im-
planted under the skin, usu-
ally by a vet or veterinary
nurse. The micochipping pro-
cedure takes a few seconds,
doesn’t require an anaes-
thetic, and is comparable to
your dog having a vaccina-
tion. The microchip contains
a unique number that can be
read using a handheld scan-
ner. The dog owner’s details
are then logged, along with
the number, on a central
database. Microchipping en-
sures that if your dog gets
lost and is brought into a res-
cue centre, police station,

dog warden or veterinary
clinic, the chip can be
scanned and the owner
quickly informed. The reason
for microchips becoming a
legal obligation is primarily in
an attempt to reduce the
number of stray dogs. Gov-
ernment figures suggest that
more that 100,000 dogs are
dumped or lost each year at
a cost of £57m to the tax-
payer and animal welfare
charities. The new law will
also make it more straight-
forward to prove ownership,
and subsequently prosecute
in cases of animal cruelty and
dangerous dogs.
For more information contact
your local vet surgery. Most
animal charities (for example
The Blue Cross and The Dogs
Trust) will also help, and
some are offering a free mi-
crochipping service.

Firefighters save

historic building

for redevelopment
On the night of Thursday
28th January a huge fire
caused extensive damage to
the Grade II listed Officers’
Mess at Kenley Airfield. De-
spite heavy winds, firefight-
ers managed to save the
outer walls of the building.
Police believe the fire to be of
‘suspicious origin’ after the
emergency services were
called to the blaze at
11.30pm. 
Tandridge District Council
has spoken to Comer Homes,
the owners of the site, who,
as specialists in the field of
converting historic buildings,

are aware of their responsi-
bility to restore the building.
The Chairman of Kenley Air-
field Friends Group, Alan
Morgan, said:  ‘We are sad-
dened such a thing has hap-
pened to such an important
building, particularly in the
light of just being awarded a
Heritage Lottery Fund grant
of £880,000 to commence
what will be a fantastic proj-
ect to conserve the airfield.
However, we hope Comer
will honour their responsibil-
ity to restore the building in
line with its Grade II listing
and press on with the con-
version into luxury flats.
“The fire brigade did a very
brave job and thanks to their
efforts we have not lost the
whole building.”

I rather
thought the trees were on
the way out as they have
looked unhappy for the last
few years with what ap-
pears to be “Ash die back”,
but it certainly hasn’t af-
fected their harvest. If I
leave any, they will quietly
grow up through hedges,
prized plants, and paving,
until they present quite a
problem. I also try to be
careful not to compost any
either.
Each year the frogs have
their own agenda, but
whenever they decide to
spawn, I must make sure
they all have access to the
big pond, which had been
covered in fine netting
since the autumn. Frogs re-
turn to the pond where

they were spawned, and
we usually have lots. How
this winter’s mostly mild
weather will affect them I
don’t know. I love having
frogs though, as they keep
the slug numbers down,
and reach hard to access
places.
Most of my roses have now
been pruned, and any dead
bits on clematis that flower
after mid-summer have
been removed. If I am not
sure when they flower, they
just get a very light tidy up,
as I don’t want to spoil any
early blooms. All that  re-
mains is to give them a feed
and, where room, a nice
dollop of home made com-
post, which is  full of worms
and nicely moist after all
the rain this year, and hope-
fully full of goodness.

Have you ever thought of
being a Parish Councillor?

There are two common
misunderstandings about
Parish Councillors:
1. Parish Councillors are
not employees or volun-
teers - they are elected
representatives who vol-
unteer their time to work
on behalf of their commu-
nities. In some parishes
the councillors receive an
allowance, but in Cater-
ham-on-the-Hill the coun-
cillors decided that public
money was better spent
on delivering local serv-
ices.
2. Parish Councils are
nothing to do with the
Church – they are the
most local tier of local
government, covering a
small geographical area –
in our case Caterham-on-
the-Hill.
Parish Councillors have a
dual role:- 
• They represent the
views and concerns of the
residents of the parish to
the Parish Council itself
and, through it, to the dis-
trict and county councils; 

• They report back to res-
idents on issues affecting
the parish. 
The Caterham-on-the-Hill
Parish Council is less
party political than Tan-
dridge District or Surrey
County councils and deci-
sions are generally not
made on party political
lines. Parish Councillors
come from all walks of life
because it’s about repre-
senting the community,
not yourself.
Speaking about the role of
being a Parish Councillor,
Caterham-on- the-H i l l -
Parish Councillor, Sarah
Burningham, says: “I have
been a Parish Councillor in
Caterham-on-the-Hill since
its inception in 2000 which
came about after a local
vote in favour of setting up
this level of local govern-
ment on the Hill and other
local parishes. I had lived
here since 1978, all my chil-
dren had gone to school
here and I thought this was
a great place to live. The
chance to become more in-
volved with making the Hill
a nicer place to live just ap-
pealed to me. 
“I like being a Parish Coun-
cillor because it is a chance
to actually get things done

where I live. I have been
proud to work with many
fellow councillors over the
last 16 years on many
projects.”
Parish Council elections
take place every four years
- the next one will be in May
2016. If you are interested
in standing for election next
year please contact one of
the councillors (see
www.caterhamhillparish-
council.co.uk). 
If you would like to come
along to a Parish Council
meeting to see what it is
like, you will be very wel-
come – there is a public
forum at the start of every
council meeting where
members of the public can
raise any concerns.

Council confirms

CPO for Ninehams

Gardens

On Thursday 11th February,
Tandridge District Council con-
firmed its Compulsory Pur-
chase Order for 1-20 Ninehams
Gardens in Caterham-on-the-
Hill and will take ownership in
the summer. It is now in the
process of serving the required
notices on all the relevant par-
ties. The council agreed the £7
million redevelopment of the
site back in November 2014 in
partnership with Durkan con-
struction company and Circle
Housing Mole Valley. 
The Council has used these
powers so the redevelopment
can proceed, but says it is
aware of the impact on the ex-
isting residents. Council officers
have been discussing housing
options with the leaseholders,
and most have already reached
agreement to sell their flats on
a voluntary basis. 
A planning application has been
agreed for a scheme of 35 new
houses and flats. The proposed
new homes will be a mixture of
affordable rent and shared
ownership and will be owned
and managed by Circle Hous-
ing Mole Valley. A legal agree-
ment is in place to ensure the

Ninehams Gardens.

new homes will be available
to people on Tandridge Dis-
tricts council’s housing regis-
ter. 
Councillor Simon Ainsworth,
Chairman of the Housing
Committee, said: “We have
been working with Circle
Housing Mole Valley, which
has already bought a number
of the flats back from resi-
dents. The Compulsory Pur-
chase Order is necessary to
ensure the development goes
ahead, if we are unable to
reach agreement with all the
leaseholders. We have been
seeking to redevelop Nine-
hams Gardens for a number
of years, so it is great news
the new scheme is coming to
fruition.”

arrive in Coulsdon

My first impression of the new
pizza restaurant, Wood & Stone,
in Coulsdon, was that it is very
homely and cosy.  It has limited
seating, so it is definitely best to
either arrive early or book a table.
If you wish to consume alcohol
remember to bring a bottle, be-
cause Wood & Stone does not sell
alcohol, and they do not charge
corkage.  
The friendly atmosphere strikes
you straight away and my
daughter Jenny and I enjoyed
wonderful service throughout the
evening from our waiter, Baba,
on our recent visit. 
Their menu features a range of
starters including Spicy Garlic
Bread with Cheese, Classic Br-
uschetta and Potato Wedges.  
Jenny selected BBQ wings - a por-
tion of four fresh from the wood
oven, which came with plenty of
salad for £2.99.  I chose Caprese
Salad (Buffalo Mozzarella, fresh
tomato, basil and olive oil) for
£5.49.  Both starters looked great
and I was very impressed with the
generous quantity of Buffalo Moz-
zarella in my Caprese Salad.
The restaurant specialises in its

wood oven pizzas, with a large se-
lection to choose from in either 5”
size (priced from £1.49-£2.49) or
12” size (priced from £4.49-£8.99).
The owner, Salman, explained that
the dough is made 48 hours in ad-
vance so it rests before being used,
to produce a beautifully light pizza
base.  
There are also meaty and veggie
wraps available and a selection of
salads.  
Jenny and I both chose 12” pizzas
as we knew we could take our left-
overs home in a box for a midnight
feast later, or lunch tomorrow.
Jenny chose the Mexicana (San
Marzano Tomato, Mozzarella, Pep-
peroni, Spicy Beef, Mixed Peppers
and Green Chilli for £6.99) and I
chose the Vegetarian (Tomato, Moz-
zarella, Mixed Peppers, Mushroom,
Aubergines, Courgettes, Fresh Basil
and Extra Virgin Olive Oil for £5.99).
They were both excellent and filling,
but not at all heavy on the stomach.
Jenny said the crust was the best
ever! 
We both saved some pizza for tak-
ing home so that we still had room
to share a Nutella and strawberry
topped mini pizza for dessert. We
were both intrigued by the prospect
of having pizza for pudding and it
was a lovely sweet treat.  There is
also a banana version which we will
try next time.  
I must not forget to mention the de-
licious soft drinks we had - a won-
derful Ferrero Rocher Milkshake for
Jenny and a Tropical Skin Cleanser
Smoothie for me.  Gorgeous!

Nature Notes
by  Adele Brand

What is a food chain? A dia-
gram that over-simplifies
nature, perhaps. As a mam-
malogist, I’ve studied some
of the world’s largest prey
species: bison and Canadian
elk. I’ve also tracked wild
hunters: jaguars in Mexico,
wolves in Poland, and, of
course, foxes in Surrey – the
graceful leap of a hungry fox
upon a vole is a nature cal-
endar staple.
We have two species of vole
here. Bank voles have rustic
brown coats and large ears.
Field voles are scruffy, placid
little creatures which always
look like they haven’t had
enough sleep, and are found
in rough pastures and mead-
ows. Theirs is the classic
food chain: grass is eaten by
the vole, which is eaten by
the fox. It may sound like
the vole has the bad deal in
this equation, but they are
one of the UK’s most suc-
cessful species, far outnum-
bering both foxes and us.
You probably walk past a
vole on every country walk,
and may never see one;
they live deep within the
grass stems, running down

grass-tunnels until a fox,
weasel or owl intervenes. 
Voles explain fox behaviour,
to a point; on chilly winter
mornings, voles tend to be
active in daylight, and foxes
and barn owls emerge into
the sunshine to seek them.
But what explains vole num-
bers? We’ve all been
schooled to think that pred-
ators control prey popula-
tions, but it’s not always the
case. Even the hungriest fox
cannot regulate the UK’s es-
timated 75 million field
voles. What does affect
them is livestock – too many
sheep means an overgrazed
meadow unsuitable for small
wildlife. Even so, they are
still abundant, and that is a
good thing for Britain’s wild
carnivores. The next time
you see a fox, buzzard or a
kestrel, remember the little
rodent which supports
them.
