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Council leader urges residents

to sign pothole petition

On Monday 21st May, the Leader
of Surrey County Council, Clir.
David Hodge, was the guest
speaker at Caterham Valley
Parish Council's Annual Parish
Meeting.

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government to reform the Fairer
Funding Formula to ensure there
is enough money for road repair
and up-keep. The current
method for calculating the grant
for such work unfairly penalises
Surrey. The calculation should
give more weight to traffic flow
and level of usage.”

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Final consultation
period scheduled
for Draft Local Plan

On Thursday 21st June, Tan-
drige District Council pub-
lished the Draft Local Plan,
which is available to read on-
line. The Council has also pub-
lished fact sheets for every
ward, which include maps,
sites for new homes, employ-
ment and infrastructure im-
provements, to help make the
information in the plan easy to
access.

The document was published
earlier than is statutorily re-
quired because the Council
recognises the significance
and complexity of the docu-
ment and wants to give coun-
cillors, residents, stakeholders
and businesses the opportu-
nity to have enough time to
read it before the Planning
Policy Committee Meeting on
3rd July, where a decision will
be taken about whether to
approve the Plan for Regula-
tion 19 consultation. If it is
approved, dates will be
agreed for a Regulation 19
consultation, scheduled to
take place between 16th July
and 28th August. At Regula-
tion 20, representations will
be considered - the final step
before any amendments are

made and the plan is pre-
sented to a government plan-
ning inspector.

The Draft Local Plan has
taken over three years to
prepare and there have been
three consultations so far to
help shape it. As a result of
feedback, some significant
changes have been made in-
cluding changing the plan
and its vision, giving greater
consideration to farming,
agriculture and the rural
economy in the district and
widening plans for employ-
ment creation.

As a result of the earlier con-
sultation, the Council set out a
preferred strategy for a Gar-
den Community which will be
located in South Godstone. As
well as delivering around
4,000 homes over the long
term, it will also deliver signif-
icant new infrastructure for
the district including new pri-
mary schools, a secondary
school, a health hub, rail and
road improvements, play
pitches, flood mitigation and
employment sites.

All the hard work and lovely
weather has meant that the
garden has caught up magnifi-
cently.
