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Last stop for
weekend trains to

London Victoria
by James Highsted

This May sees the end of
the line for direct trains
from Caterham to London
Victoria at weekends,
Govia Thameslink Railway
(GTR) has announced.

The changes are part of
the Railplan 20/20 pro-
gramme to reorganise
timetables, frequency of
trains and infrastructure,
which will also involve
Whyteleafe South, Whyte-
leafe and Kenley stations.
A three-phased consulta-
tion, beginning in Septem-
ber 2016, contacted 100
local community groups,
including the East Surrey
Transport Committee, and
gave commuters the
chance to give feedback.
A spokesman for GTR said:
“Our research shows that
there is little demand for
the slow direct service to
Victoria, so we are
proposing to take the op-
portunity, created by the
Thameslink programme,
to replace this with two
fast trains every hour to

“These will take about 30 minutes, com-
pared with Victoria trains that take over
50 minutes. Passengers for Victoria would
be able to change at Purley or East Croy-
don as most do already.”

Cllr Alun Jones does not believe the
changes were explicit or publicised
enough. He said: “The consultation is
nonsense. The website is not very clear -
it has not been communicated particularly
well and most of the commuters I have
spoken to on the trains weren’t aware
that a consultation had taken place.
“They (GTR) have not contacted Caterham
Valley Parish Council at all, and as a Dis-
trict Councillor I have had no contact with
them either, so I am not sure who these
community groups they contacted are.”

Plantaholic

Spring is definitely here,
marked by a profusion of
snowdrops during most of
February. I am pleased to an-
nounce that the long (30'x3’)
new bed did contain snow-
drops behind the black
sleepers and in front of the
new fancy wall. They looked
beautiful with the black grass
behind them.

After planting them I decided
to plant Nerine Isabel (a gor-
geous, magenta, spidery
flower) just in front of the
wall, which should give them
protection as they are a bit
tender. The soil is  well
drained and the site sunny
too. As they are autumn flow-
ering, I thought that would
still leave plenty of room for
summer flowering bulbs, so I
chose Triteleia, also known as
Brodiaea.

ber as I had to replant them
out the back. All but one are
looking  promising. Using
“Rootgrow” and the mild wet
weather probably helped.
Most of the others are now
pruned and fed - the same
with the Clematis. I usually
use manure, but not this year,
as the beds are overfull of re-
located soil from the front
garden.

I have decided not to sow
seeds this year, but concen-
trate on my cuttings, bulbs
and Dahlias, which are being
started off in the warmth.
Geoff is continuing to move
the old paving stones when
the weather permits. The de-
sign is a mathematical night-
mare, as the space is very
different from the front, but
we like the idea of using what
we have and I think Geoff is
enjoying the challenge!
